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PURPOSE

This report describes progress with the Australian Newspaper Plan (ANPlan) in 2010/11.  The achievements of ANPlan are evaluated against a set of Key Indicators and the goals set out in ANPlan’s Five Year Plan, July 2010 - June 2015 (Appendix A). 
BACKGROUND

ANPlan is a cooperation established by NSLA through which the Australian national, state and territory libraries are comprehensively collecting, preserving and providing access to Australian newspapers. The National Library of Australia (NLA) coordinates the Plan. The National Library of New Zealand (NLNZ) has observer status.
This is the first year that ANPlan libraries have reported on their progress with the Five Year Plan (2010-2015). This plan focuses particularly on emerging challenges, ‘at risk’ titles, aspects of ANPlan which are not currently being well met and on outreach activities. This is the third year that ANPlan libraries have reported against the set of Key Indicators developed and agreed by ANPlan libraries in June 2009.
 Significant achievements for 2010/11 include:

· ten significant newspaper finds (Key Indicator 1);

· continued improvement in the percentages of Australian newspaper titles microfilmed (Key Indicator 3);

· a substantial increase in the number of digitised newspapers being made accessible through Australian newspapers on Trove (Key Indicator 4; Five Year Plan);

· the development of an ANPlan paper, ‘Environmental conditions for storing print and microfilmed newspapers’ (Five Year Plan);
· an increase in the percentage of newspaper microform titles catalogued onto the national bibliographic database (NBD), according to the microform cataloguing guidelines developed by ANPlan libraries in 2006 (Key Indicators 10 & 11, Five Year Plan);

· outreach to public libraries about using and contributing to Australian newspapers on Trove (Five Year Plan);
· maintaining public awareness of the role of libraries in collecting, preserving and providing access to newspapers through a range of publicity strategies including the ongoing search and rescue campaign to locate missing Australian newspapers (Five Year Plan).
Steady progress is being made in identifying and finding missing Australian newspapers. While a number of ANPlan libraries have reported increases in the percentage of their newspapers which have been preserved for permanent access through microfilming, one library reports a reduction, due to less funding for this activity. The availability of digitised newspapers has increased dramatically over 2010/11, largely due to mass digitisation being conducted by the NLA through Australian newspapers on Trove. While there is strong interest from the public in accessing these newspapers, and a number have committed their organisations to contributing titles to this resource, it is of concern that there has also been a marked increase in the number of newspaper titles which have been digitised outside this framework and may therefore not be able to accessed widely or in the long term. 
The replacement of unstable acetate newspaper microfilm has not received much attention over 2010/11; in some cases, this is because libraries have already addressed this problem. There has been little change in the storage conditions which libraries are able to provide for their print and microfilm masters collections. Seven out of nine libraries report optimal environmental conditions for their hard copy newspapers; eight out of nine libraries report ideal environments for their first generation newspaper microfilm. It should be noted, however, that the environmental parameters which are considered to be optimal vary somewhat between libraries. While the vast majority of microfilm masters for Australian newspapers are owned by ANPlan libraries, the locations of those which are not have not consistently been recorded on the NBD.
Cataloguing newspapers onto the NBD continues to be an area in which further improvements may be made. Seven of the nine libraries report all of the print newspaper titles which their library takes responsibility for under ANPlan are catalogued onto the NBD, although not all libraries report detailed and up-to-date holdings information. Three ANPlan libraries report that all of the microform for their newspapers is catalogued according to the guidelines developed by ANPlan libraries in 2006; significant progress has been made by one library (State Library of New South Wales; SLNSW); however, other reporting libraries indicate that most of their newspaper microform has not been catalogued in this way. Digitised newspapers which are not delivered through Australian newspapers on Trove are also largely uncatalogued. 
ANPlan libraries are still engaging with their library networks and with the general public about missing newspapers and, increasingly, about digitised newspapers. One library reports that it is collecting and providing free access to a pre-press digitised newspaper.
Issues for consideration by ANPlan :

· the number of newspapers which are being digitised outside the Australian Newspapers Digitisation Program (ANDP) and which therefore may not be able to be  accessed widely or in the long term;

· the variation in the environmental conditions under which ANPlan libraries are storing print and microfilmed newspapers;
· the lack of consistent recording on the NBD of the location of newspaper microform masters which are not owned by ANPlan libraries;
· incomplete cataloguing of printed newspapers on the NBD;
· incomplete cataloguing of newspaper microfilm, according to the guidelines developed by ANPlan libraries in 2006, on the NBD—only 3 ANPlan libraries report that all of their newspaper microfilm is catalogued in this way;
· the lack of data available for Victorian newspapers for a number of the Key Indicators.
PROGRESS

A. Collecting 

Key Indicator 1: Newspapers found

ANPlan libraries report 10 significant newspaper finds in 2010/11. These are listed in Appendix B.

The titles of newspapers which are known to be missing or have missing portions are published on ANPlan’s website at: www.nla.gov.au/anplan/about/collect.html
ANPlan libraries reported 16 new newspapers commencing publication from July 2010 to June 2011 (this included 8 changed titles); and 10 newspapers ceasing publication. One of the ceased newspapers is now an online publication. The titles of these newspapers are given in Appendix C.
B. Reformatting

Key Indicator 3: Microfilming

The percentage of their state/territory’s hard copy newspaper titles which ANPlan libraries have been able to microfilm ranges from approximately 50 to 96.8% across those states/territories reporting.
 Over the past three years, this estimated percentage has risen most markedly for ACT newspapers, with small increases in WA, SA
 and NSW newspapers. There is a small decrease in the percentage of Qld newspapers microfilmed.
 The percentage of these microfilmed newspapers which have been filmed to current preservation standards
 is very high, being between 80-100% of all filmed newspapers for all states/territories with the exception of the national newspapers which are not known to be filmed to current standards. No data is available for Victorian newspapers.

A list of Australian newspaper titles microfilmed in 2010/11 is given in Appendix D.

The State Library of South Australia (SLSA) completed a project begun in November 2008 to identify the extent of the microfilming backlog, the resources required to eliminate it and the storage implications. The backlog can now be tracked accurately and this will assist the development of funding proposals.
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Five Year Plan reporting: Of the 14 ‘at risk’ newspapers listed in the Five Year Plan (2010-2015), 12 have been microfilmed, one has been filmed for part of the designated date range and one is yet to be filmed. Key Indicator 4: Digitisation
The number of newspapers which are being made accessible through Australian newspapers on Trove has been steadily growing, reaching 138 at the end of June 2011. A comparison of the total number of newspapers accessible through Trove in June 2009, 2010 and 2011 is shown graphically below.

Titles of all Australian newspapers known to be digitised at 30 June 2011 are given in Appendices E (titles accessible through Trove) and F (titles known to be digitised but not available through Trove). Over 2010/11, the total number of newspapers which have been digitised, but not through Australian newspapers on Trove, has increased from 35 (June 2010) to 52 (June 2011), mainly due to the addition of 16 new Victorian titles. 
Five year plan reporting: A goal of the current Five Year Plan (Appendix A) is to contribute all digitised newspaper content to the Australian Newspapers Digitisation Program (ANDP) as outlined in the NLA’s Contributor Guidelines. The substantial increase in the number of newspapers being digitised outside this framework indicates the desirability of further communication about the benefits of digitising newspapers through the ANDP with groups considering newspaper digitisation projects.
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Another goal of the current Five Year Plan is to provide and maintain digital access to those titles and corresponding date ranges listed in the Australian Newspapers Digitisation Program, Phase 1. Of the 107 titles listed, 98 have been completed.

C. Acetate replacement

Key Indicator 5: Replacing acetate microfilm

Replacing unstable acetate microfilm with polyester film is one of the strategies which ANPlan libraries have been using to preserve access to their newspaper collections. A number of ANPlan libraries have now completed acetate duplication projects for their newspaper microform collections or hold no acetate master microfilm. These are NLA, Northern Territory Library (NTL), SLNSW, SLSA and State Library of Tasmania (SLT). No significant acetate duplication activity was reported to occur in 2010/11; the SLNSW copied the Goulburn Herald (July 1848-Feb 1908; 35 reels) as part of a final audit of microfilm masters.
D. Storage

Key Indicator 6: Storing hard copy newspapers

ANPlan libraries are generally able to store the hard copy newspapers which they hold primary responsibility for under ANPlan under environmental conditions which they consider to be optimal. Two libraries report that they are unable to store 100% of their newspapers ideally.
 The environmental conditions under which newspapers are stored are reported in the table beneath the graph. These conditions vary somewhat with reported storage temperatures ranging from 15±2 °C to 23±2 °C and humidity ranging from 35±5 to 50±5 %RH. All data refers to newspapers which libraries hold primary responsibility for under ANPlan—newspapers published in their state/territory.

Key Indicator 7: Storing 1st generation microfilm masters
ANPlan libraries are able to store most of their first generation newspaper microfilm masters under environmental conditions which they consider to be optimal to preserve permanent access. However, there is considerable inconsistency between these reported conditions which are listed in the table beneath the graph below. All but one library reports storing 100% of first generation masters ideally; this library reports it is able to store 95% of its first generation masters optimally. Five libraries (NLA, NTL, SLSA, State Library of Victoria (SLV) and State Library of Western Australia (SLWA)) store preservation masters in the NLA’s cold store. All data refers to the newspaper titles which libraries hold primary responsibility for under ANPlan.

Five year plan reporting: A paper which draws together the factors influencing ANPlan libraries’ selection of environmental conditions for storing print and microfilmed newspapers for long-term access has been developed and is available from the ANPlan website: http://www.nla.gov.au/anplan/documents/Documents.html. 
Key Indicator 8: Control of microfilm masters
The overwhelming majority of Australian newspaper microfilm masters are owned by ANPlan libraries. 

The NLA, SLSA and SLWA report that they own masters for all microfilmed titles from their state/territory and, in the case of the NLA, for ACT titles. 
The SLNSW identifies 11 NSW titles which it does not own the masters for. The NTL identifies 1 title which it does not own the master for.
 The NLA reports that it does not own the complete set of masters for four of the five national titles. All of these titles have been catalogued onto the NBD with the location of the masters recorded. 
The State Library of Queensland (SLQ) estimates that masters for six Queensland titles
 are not owned by the SLQ. The SLT has identified three Tasmanian titles which it does not own the microfilm masters for. None of these titles has been catalogued onto the NBD. 
The SLV is unable to estimate the number of newspaper titles which have been microfilmed but which it does not own the masters for.
E. Cataloguing on the National Bibliographic Database

Key Indicator 9: Cataloguing hard copy newspaper titles

Most Australian newspapers (hard copy) are accessible through the NBD and most libraries report that catalogue records for newspapers published in their state/territory include detailed and up-to-date holdings information.
 This data is essentially unchanged from last year. Libraries reported only on the newspapers which they hold primary responsibility for under ANPlan.
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Key Indicator 10: Cataloguing 1st generation microfilm masters

As reported last year, three ANPlan libraries confirm that 100% of their first generation newspaper microfilm masters are catalogued according to the guidelines
 which were developed in consultation with all ANPlan libraries in 2006. The SLNSW reports an increase from 45% to 65% first generation microfilm masters catalogued according to the guidelines.
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Key Indicator 11: Cataloguing microfilm

The extent to which ANPlan libraries have been able to adopt the revised guidelines for all microfilmed titles (including all generations of microfilm) and with holdings attached to the correct format and generation varies from 0 to 100% across the ANPlan libraries.
 Libraries have again reported only on newspaper titles which they hold primary responsibility for under ANPlan.

Five year plan reporting: A goal of the current Five Year Plan is to ensure that all generations of newspaper microfilm titles which ANPlan libraries hold responsibility for are catalogued onto the NBD, according to the microform cataloguing guidelines developed by ANPlan libraries in 2006, with holdings attached to the correct format and generation. Some progress has been made over 2010/11 with one library (SLNSW) increasing the percentage of its newspaper microfilm titles catalogued in this way from 45 to 65%. Three ANPlan libraries report that they currently have all their titles catalogued in this way; no progress has been made by other ANPlan libraries on this measure.
Another goal of the Five Year Plan is to ensure that all digitised newspapers are catalogued onto the NBD, according to the Guidelines for Cataloguing Remote Electronic Resources. The NLA reports that 91% of completed titles in Australian newspapers on Trove have a catalogue record of this type. 
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Five year plan reporting:

Investigation of the issues associated with collecting pre-press electronic versions of Australian newspapers as a preservation/access strategy including the cost-effectiveness of this strategy.
Several of the ANPlan libraries maintain an interest in collecting pre-press electronic newspapers. Pre-press copies of the Northern Territory News continue to be received from the publisher and made freely available via the NTL’s website.

Working through networks with public libraries to raise awareness of and knowledge about ANPlan, including how to contribute to the ANDP. Facilitating contributions from local libraries and organisations to the service, as outlined in the Contributor Guidelines and raising awareness of funding strategies that may be available for newspaper digitisation projects.
In August 2010, an NLA invitation to contribute to the ANDP with links to the Contributor Guidelines and a Factsheet describing the benefits of undertaking newspaper digitisation through the ANDP, was circulated to public libraries, university libraries, some other libraries, historical societies, museums, family history and local studies groups via the ANPlan libraries and other channels of distribution. In May 2011, the NLA announced the achievement of five million pages of digitised newspaper content through the NLA’s website, social media and distribution lists. 
The SLSA has produced and distributed a bookmark which provides information about digitised Australian newspapers on Trove and the Australian Women’s Weekly. Daily and booked tours at the SLSA include information about newspaper digitisation. Information provided to the Historical Society of South Australia by Beth Robertson on the current status of newspaper digitisation was published in the Society's newsletter.

Alice Farrell presented a talk on 'Newspaper digitising' to the Regional Library Managers’ Annual Meeting held at SLNSW in November 2010.

Meetings
ANPlan meetings were held in August 2010 and in March 2011 (by teleconference). 

Publicity

General publicity about ANPlan libraries’ role in collecting, preserving and providing access to newspapers has been through the libraries’ distribution of publicity material, talks, presentations, media releases, interviews and reports. 
Jerelynn Brown, SLNSW, gave a presentation entitled, 'Tabloids in the State Library of NSW collection: a reflection of life in Australia', in September 2010, at The Centre for Media History at Macquarie University. 
NSW newspaper catalogue data was loaded for use in the LibraryHack competition. The entry called Newserve http://www.3colors.com.au/newserve/ won the first prize on the LibraryHack day held at SLNSW.  

The online availability of all historic Northern Territory newspapers had special mention in this library’s 2010/2011 Annual Report.

Search and rescue campaign

Distribution of search and rescue materials across public libraries within the ACT coupled with active pursuit of individual titles with publishers has resulted in significant increases in the holdings of some ACT titles. 
The NTL continues to display posters and flyers requesting the donation of old and significant newspapers. Bookmarks publicising Australian newspapers on Trove and the search and rescue campaign have been distributed across the Northern Territory and are displayed within the NTL Reading Room. 

SLV staff have promoted the search and rescue campaign during regular public learning programs about their newspaper collection and during participation at local and regional events around the state.

The NLA continues to receive enquiries and offers of newspaper material from members of the public, which are generally referred to the relevant ANPlan library.

Australian Newspaper Plan

Preserving for Permanent Access

Five Year Plan

July 2010 - June 2015

Established in the early 1990s, the Australian Newspaper Plan (ANPlan) aims to ensure that newspapers published in Australia are collected and preserved for permanent access. 

ANPlan is a cooperative initiative of National and State Libraries Australasia (NSLA). It relies on collaboration between Australia's national, state and territory libraries. The National Library of New Zealand has observer status. 

Under ANPlan, primary responsibility for a newspaper rests with the ANPlan library in the state or territory of the newspaper's origin. The National Library of Australia shares responsibility for ACT newspapers with the ACT Heritage Library and has assumed responsibility for a number of newspapers that are national in scope, coverage and distribution.
 

The Australian partners report to NSLA annually against a set of Key Indicators in the areas of collecting, preserving and providing access to newspapers. ANPlan’s second Five Year Plan (2010-1015) is intended to provide impetus to ANPlan libraries’ endeavours in those areas which are not currently well met. It is also intended to provide focus to current efforts to address certain key ‘at risk’ newspapers and to ANPlan libraries’ outreach activities.

Collect

ANPlan libraries will continue to enlist the help of community groups and the public in finding missing newspapers. The following goal has been identified for July 2010 – June 2015: 

1. To identify all Australian newspapers which are entirely missing, in any format, from the national collection held within the ANPlan libraries, or for which substantial portions are missing. 

Preserve

Preservation microfilming remains a key strategy for preserving permanent access to Australian newspapers. ANPlan libraries will continue to preserve their newspaper collections through preservation microfilming, re-filming poorly filmed material, copying from acetate microfilm to stable polyester microfilm, as well as through digitisation.

ANPlan libraries will aim to store all newspapers (hard copy and microform masters) under optimal physical and environmental conditions to preserve ongoing access and take steps to ensure permanent access to those newspapers whose microfilm preservation masters are not currently owned by the ANPlan libraries responsible for these titles (e.g. by ensuring that there are catalogue records for these titles or by negotiating transfer of custody).

ANPlan libraries will continue to explore the collection, archiving and provision of access to online newspaper material.

The following preservation goals have been identified for July 2010 – June 2015:

2. To preserve, for permanent access, the following significant ‘at risk’ newspapers through microfilming, re-filming or acetate duplication:

3. To investigate the issues associated with collecting pre-press electronic versions of Australian newspapers as a preservation/access strategy including the cost-effectiveness of this strategy.

4. To develop guidelines for the storage of newspapers which outline the impact of environmental conditions on the longevity of newspapers and which include critical factors which influence libraries’ ability to provide permanent access to newspapers.

Access

To ensure that Australian newspapers are universally accessible, ANPlan libraries will endeavour to catalogue all newspapers (hard copy, all generations of microfilm and digitised) onto the national bibliographic database, including detailed and up-to-date holdings information.

The following goals relating to newspaper access have been identified for July 2010 – June 2015:

5. To ensure that all generations of newspaper microfilm titles which ANPlan libraries hold responsibility for are catalogued onto the national bibliographic database, according to the microform cataloguing guidelines developed by ANPlan libraries in 2006, with holdings attached to the correct format and generation. 

6. To ensure that all digitised newspapers are catalogued onto the national bibliographic database, according to the Guidelines for Cataloguing Remote Electronic Resources. 

7. To provide and maintain digital access to those titles and corresponding date ranges listed in the Australian Newspapers Digitisation Program, Phase 1.

8. To contribute all digitised newspaper content to the Australian newspapers service as outlined in the National Library’s Contributor Guidelines.

Outreach

ANPlan libraries will continue to participate, as they are able, to raise awareness in the community of the role of libraries in collecting, preserving and providing access to newspapers.

The following goal relating to outreach has been identified for July 2010 – June 2015:

9. ANPlan libraries will work through their networks with public libraries to raise awareness of and knowledge about the national infrastructure which exists for collecting, preserving and providing access to Australian newspapers including how to contribute to and use the Australian newspapers service. ANPlan libraries will play a key role in facilitating contributions from local libraries and organisations to the service, as outlined in the Australian newspapers service Contributor Guidelines, and in raising awareness of funding strategies that may be available for newspaper digitisation projects.

Burrowa news and Marengo, Binalong, Murrumburrah and Cootamundra reporter; four miscellaneous issues from 1923-1951; from private donor to SLNSW.

Douglas times and Douglas Shire visitors’ guide 12 Feb. 1986-Apr. 1986; first 8 issues, donated by Douglas Shire Historical Society to SLQ.
The Laura standard: and Beetaloo, Wirrabara, Melrose, Booleroo Centre and Yarowie advertiser Vol. 1, no.1; 11 April 1889; first issue, printed on silk as a gift to the newspaper's sponsors. Although this issue was already in the SLSA’s collection, this edition is a significant find as no other South Australian newspaper is known to have been produced in this manner. Donated by Rocky River Historic & Art Society, which holds a second copy on silk, to the SLSA.
Mercury (Hobart) Southern edition July-Dec 1941. By historical accident, SLT's deposit set of the Mercury for the 1930s and early 1940s is the Launceston and North West Coast edition; a bundle of loose copies of the Southern edition from late 1941 was found in a Hobart school during renovations and donated to SLT.
Moruya Examiner (1989) Aug. 18, 1993; Dec. 1, 1993; Dec. 7, 1994; Apr. 2, 1995; Dec. 19, 1997; Feb. 18, Mar. 18, 1998 issues loaned to the SLNSW for microfilming.

News leader 1984-1990 Issues donated by Shoal Haven City Council to the SLNSW.
North Western Advocate and Emu Bay Times (Devonport & Burnie) miscellaneous issues from 1914-1916 have been acquired from various sources. Holdings for the period 1912-1918 are still fragmentary. 

The Referee 1891-1895; 1901-1909 purchased by the SLNSW.
Van Diemen's Land Chronicle (Hobart) Mar 4, 1842 The significance of this newspaper lies in the fact that all standard accounts of the history of this paper say that it ceased in Dec. 1841, despite references in other newspapers suggesting that it continued well into 1842. The re-discovery of this loose copy is the first material evidence that the Van Diemen’s Land Chronicle did indeed continue beyond Dec. 1841.
