They. speak the
Irish language only, and marry and inter-
nmarry with each other, according to the
practice of clanship. He then proceeded
to,_say, the Rev. Mr. Moriarty, who belongs
to one of the oldest clans in that country,
and whose family omce .possessed the
greatest part of it, has been laced over
a congregation there. He related many
interesting anecdotes r ing the con-
version of the father of the Bev. Mr.
Moriarty, and other;‘fsons. Mr.. Gayer
read aletter from Mr. Moriarty, stating
that two hundred persons had renounced the
errors of Popery,and embraced true religion.
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
