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THIRD ANNIVERSARY OF THE INDEPENDENT ORDER
OF ODD FELLOWS OF THE SOUTH AUSTRALIA
DISTRICT OF THE MANCHESTER UNITY.

O~ Monday the first of January the Brothers of the Independent Order
of Odd Fellows in this Colony met to celebrate their third anniversary.
The weather was most favorable, and the attendance, though not full,
was numerous, notwithstanding the rival temptations of new year’s
festivities, and the fascinations of the race course.

The Adelaide Lodge assembled at the Odd Fellows’ Hall, Byron-
place, at eleven o’clock, as previously arranged, and proceeded in pro-
cession to the Auction Mart Tavern, Hindley-street, where they were
joined by the members of the Hope Lodge. The procession was
preceded by a band, which had been procured by private subscription,
the Lodges, not authorising expenditure on that account. The order
of the procession was as follows :—.

After a short delay at the Hope Lodge, the whole procession moved
on down King William-street, making a slight detour towards Go-
vernment House, the band striking up ¢ God Save the Queen,” in
compliment to Her Majesty’s representative, and by way of North
Terrace, to Trinity Church, where service was held, and the Brothers .
were gratified by hearing an excellent sermon preached by the Rev.
James Farrell. He had previously been made acquainted with the
principles of the Order, with which he expressed himself highly
gratified, and exhorted them always to bear in mind and act up to
their motto, namely, ¢ Friendship, Love, and Truth.”

The sum collected after sermon towards the liquidation of the debt
on Trinity Church amounted to £5 4s. 8. The Rev. Mr. Farrell
kindly gave his fee of one guinea, as a contribution to the Odd Fel-
lows’ Widows and Orphans’ Fund, ,

After leaving church, the Brothers walked in procession through
Hindley-street, back to the Hope Lodge, where the Members of the
latter left the ranks, and those of the Adelaide Liodge proceeded di-
rect to the Odd Fellows’ Hall. 'We may mention here as an instance
of spontaneous and kindly feeling, that on being informed of the dan-
gerous illness of Mr. McGeorge, the Marshal ordered the band to cease
playing while passing that gentleman’s house in Hindley-street.

Altogether, the town has not been so lively and merry for many 3
day. It being New Year’s Day, it was of course a general holiday,
and many of the juvenile sight-seers, we were glad to perceive, were
kept by the superior attraction of the Odd Fellows’ Procession from
visiting the races, where from the very nature of such exhibitions,
they were most likely to learn evil habits, from which danger the
were preserved in viewing the moving exhibition of Odd Fellows—
and it was a sight well worth seeing. The banners and other appoint-
ments were of a splendid description, and there was a singularity in
the appearance of the Brothers with their aprons and rosettes, all
united together by the badge, as they are undoubtedly by the spirit
of brotherhood.

The procession arrived at about three o’clock, at the Odd Fellows’
Hall, where the members of the Adelaide Lodge were to dine at
half past three, it having been found impossible, from the want of a
xoom large enough in the town to contain them, for the members of
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xll the Lodges to dine together, as they did last year; such had been
the increase in their number since that period. The members of the
Hope Lodge had accordingly agreed to dine together at their own
Lodge-room at the * Auction Mart Tavern.”

PINNER AT THE ADELAIDE LODGE.

Fully one hundred and fifty members of the Adelaide Lodge and
strangers sat down to dinner at about four o’clock in the Odd Fel-
lows’ Hall, late the Music Saloon, which had recently been considera-
bly enlarged for the occasion, and which is altogether a most noble
yoom. The dimner provided was of a very sumptuous description,
consisting of every delicacy that could he procured—and all served
hot. 'The original intention to procure a dinmer entirely of colonial
produce, was abandoned on account of the predilection of many of the
Brothers for the old-fashioned fare of plum-pudding. If the lovers of
that fare could have been satisfied with grape-puddings and tarts as a
substitute, the intention could have been carried out, as there was a great
abundance of fruit of almost every kind procurable. As it was, we were
gratified to observe that many of our hitherto-despised native fruits were
brought forward to convince the sceptical that South Australia is not
naturally so barren in that respect as some have imagined. However,
a most excellent dinner was provided, and nearly all of colonial pro-
duce, and that for the small price of three shillings, which three years
ago could not, we are convinced, have been procured for as many
guineas. The whole affair did very great credit to the liberal host,
Mr. Trott.

Brother W. G. Lambert was in the chair, supported on the left by
Prov. G. M. Jcnes, and on the right by D. Prov. G. M. Potter. V.
G. Clarke acted as Vice-Chairman.

The Chairman, previous to introducing the first toast; thought it
necessary to say a few words respecting Odd Fellowship. They had
met to celebrate the third anniversary of the establishment of the
Order in this Province. He had seen much to admire in the Order,
and every one must agree with him that this was the best institution
possible fcr promoting unanimity of feeling, concord, and good fellow-
ship. They were all united in a bond of brotherly love towards each
other. But all these were secondary to their principal feature, which
+was the assistance each brother could chaim, in case of illness or dis-
tress, not as a boon, but as a right. The advantages of the Order
were very many. It induced men to be better conducted in society-—
made them better husbands and better parents—in fact, made them
better in every respect than they otherwise would be. But three
years ago there were only six belonging to the Order, and a greater
proof of its usefulness could not be shown than the fact of its at pre-
sent exceeding two hundred in number. Their funds were in a most !
prosperous state. ‘They had a sum of £300 in the bank after paying’ o
all expenses. It gave him great pleasure to see so respectable and
well-conducted an assemblage around him, consisting as it did in a
great measure of tradesmen and others, constituting a considerable ’
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portion of the wealth of the Colony. Their motto was ¢ Friendship>
Love, and Truth,” and in these three words was combined all that
they could wish for. He would now proceed to the toast he was
about to propose. The Odd Fellows yielded to no other institution in
loyalty to their Sovereign (cheers). The institution was bound together
in brotherhood ; never suffering the discussion of either politics or
religion at their assemblies. He then proposed the health of the

Queen,” which was drunk most enthusiastically, and with all the
honors.

The Chairman then proposed *the Prince of Wales,” which was
drunk with three times three, the band playing a Welch air ; and

The Vice-Chairman, Vice-Grand Clarke, next rose to propose a
toast, which he felt confident they would all have as much pleasure in
responding to as he had in proposing. The individual whose health
they were now called upon to drink was one towards whom, holding,
as he did, the chief authority in this Colony, and having, on more than
one occasion, shown himself to be a sincere well-wisher and supporter
of this brotherhood, they must all entertain feelings of the deepest
respect, not only as the representative of their Sovereign, but also as a
most influential and zealous patron of the society of Odd Fellows. He
therefore invited them all to join him in drinking the health of the
friend of their society—¢ His Excellency the Governor.”

~ P. C. S. Hughes had also to propose the health of a personage very

- high in office. He was truly the friend of South Australia, and had
assisted very materially in getting the Colony through its late diffi-
culties. 'When he mentioned “His Honor the Judge,” he was sure
the toast would be most enthusiastically responded to.

Dr. Mayo, the surgeon of the Lodge, next proposed ¢ the Colonial
Chaplain, and the rest of the Clergy of Adelaide.” Their ministers
were their true and unerring guides, and an attention to their precepts

would not only make Odd Fellows individually happy, but would turn
this world into a terrestrial paradise. '

Brother Wells proposed a toast he was sure would be received with
welcome. ¢ Colonel Gawler” was an individual they all esteemed ;
and although many might think that his administration here might
have been conducted less expensively, yet he was sure that their late
Governor must ever be respected for the manner in which he had con-
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ducted the affairs of the Colony, and for the desire he had always ex-
pressed for its advancement.

The toast was enthusiastically drunk, with all the honors.

P.G .M. Thos. Jones had to propose the health of those to whom they
were not individually known, but whom they, with great pleasure, 110-
ticed at their annual festivals. He meant the Board of Directors of
the Manchester Unity. They were their law-makers, and they were
their judges, and they hoped to be judged leniently by them should
there have been anything irregular in their proceedings. It would be
a source of pleasure to them to find that there had been but one death
in the Adelaide Lodge since their last anniversary, and, also, to hear
of the great increase of the Order in Adelaide. ‘ilie Board of Direc-
tors met annually, as could be seen by the last Register (December
30th) ; and he took this opportunity of tendering his thauks to the
Editor of that paper for devoting so large a space of his journal to-
wards the spread of Odd Fellowship, and recommended all those who
had not seen the report to purchase a paper at once, as it contained a
great deal of information necessary to be koown. He then made some
remarks as to the rapid progress of the Order in England. He had
witnessed many benefits from being an Odd Fellow. He had knowa
two parishes in Wales, and whenever they met together they were
sure to quarrel, and end with broken heads, &c., &c. A Lodge was
opened in one of them, and all who could join did so; and, in a short
time, one was also opened in the other parish, and when they met in
future, instead of with tae fist, it was with heart and hand. He men-
tioned many other advaatages resulting from becoming Odd Fellows,
and concluded by proposing the health of  the Grand Master, Deputy
Grand Master, Corresponding Secretary, Board of Directors, Officers,
and Brothers of the Manchester Unity.”

The pro-
poser, like himself, was newly enlisted under its bannets, but Lic had
seen enough to know that its benefits were great, its laws were good,
and its lectures were pleasing in the sight of Ged and man. A true !
0dd Fellow wished for the exteusion of its benefits all ever the glote, i
for it was the noblest and best institution ever introduced msoug mat- !
kind. Tt united together men of the mosi discordant opinions, it
taught them 1o love their uneighbours as themselves, and to do arto
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others as they would that they should be doneunto. There wasno sociely
in any partof the civilised world that had done so much good, or in-
creased so fast. It was good in the sight of God, or He would not
allow it to prosper. It was honorable in the sight of honest men, or
they would not join it. How delightful it was to their feelings to
know that the mite they subscribed with a cheerful heart was a
cheerful gift to help a brother in distress, to comfort the widow, and
protect the orphan. The benefits of 0dd Fellowship were not confined
to South Australia alone, but were spread nearly all over the globe.
Who would not be an Odd Fellow, and have brothers and friends all
over the world—food to satisfy him if he is hungry—a place to rest in ’
if he is weary—clothing to cover him if he is naked—if on a journey,
money to help him on his way ? These were only a few of the bene-
fits of Odd Fellowship, but enough to show that their cause was 2
good one, and he earnestly wished it might spread and prosper all
over the world. -

Brother Slatter proposed “ Success to the Widows and Orphans’
Tund,” and quoted several pertinent passages of Scripture to shew
our duties in that respect. He thought, much as had been dore, that
a great deal more might be accomplished by establishing 2 Life An-
nuity Assurance on their funds. FHe Was aware of many Life Assu-
rance Companies in the mother-country having been begun without
any capital whatever ; and, in one instance, the enormous sum of
twenty millions had accumulated in the course of time as a reserve
fund. The worthy Brother strongly and feelingly urged the point.
There were very few of the Brothers but could afford a shilling a
week for the purpose of having the satisfaction of leaving their wi-
dows such a sum as would make them independent of the world.
He was aware that the Lodge had not the power of commencing an
undertaking of so much importance without reference to the home
authorities, and he therefore suggested a correspondence with them on
the subject. Ie concluded by again proposing ‘ Success to the
Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund.”

Brother White being called upon to respond to the toast, had only
to say that it afforded him great pleasure to know that the Widows’
and Orphans’ Fund was in so prosperous a condition : he must say
it far exceeded his most sanguine expectation. The fund had hitherto
escaped the calls to which it was subject ;—though two gaps had been
made in their ranks, the vacancies had been filled up with new faces,
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
