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ment and continuance ; and, as to the latter clause, I take him on his
own ground, and I say, that peace and placidity of mind, can only
flow from * conscious rectitude;” the man who lives in sin and in open
violation of the laws of God and man, can never have a peaceful or a
placid mind ; and, therefore, I am justified in saying that, as perma-
nent peace and happiness can only be known where conscious rectitude
is felt, so the man who, in using, abuses the bounties of Providence,
can never experience this rectitude of conduct, and, consequently, can
never have lasting peace of mind. T did not, nor do I now, therefore,
utter a self-righteous sentiment, which is to fall before the truth of
the New Testament, but rather one, which, having the impress of truth
upon it, will last when we have ceased to exist; and I would beg, also,
to refer the reader to the paragraph of the opening address, of the
last number of the Magazine, beginning with « Liook next to the ten-
dency of Odd Fellowship,” which wiil shew that the Editor, at oll
cvents, does not entertain the views of my opponent; and to the fol-
lowing, extracted from the speech of Mr, Vaughan, C. S., in the Odd
Fellows’ Magazine for September, 1837 :

« Temperance,” says Mr. Vaugban, ¢ has been defined a moderator
of the appetite or passions, and in those positions I wish it to be un-
derstood ; for, far be the wish from me, to argne that nature has
brought us into the world, to view, with apathetic indifference, or to
cast away with scorn, those means of indulgence which a bountiful
and omnipotent Being hath, in his wise ordination, set before us for
our gratification. No! For the generous instinct, planted in the
breast of man, can be invigorated by the spread of the festive board
—or his mind be expanded by the gay or social circle of the sparkling
or f{riendly goblet, and the melody of sweet song inspire him to fresh
deeds of valor, or of virtue,—why, e’en let the dull misanthropist feast
unsparingly on splenetic casuistry, I envy him not his diet or his
thinkings ; but, the relish for all enjoyments is improved by the tem-
perate indulgence of them,—for

¢ He who never fasts no banquet e’er enjoys.””’

I scarcely need, I think, say more in answer to my opponent’s re- ]
marks ; it was not my wish, and, indeed, it was not my intention, now
that there are so many contributors coming forward to assist you as
Editor, to have troubled you with anything for some numbers to come ;
and, therefore, I felt annoyed that I should be under the necessity of
taking up so large a space of the Magazine, which the present letter
occupies ; I wounld willingly have kept myself in the back ground, but
my indignation rises upon being said to utter language which I know
not, and sentiments which I but little admire.

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FIRST ANNIVERSARY OF THE VICTORIA LODGE,
PORT ADELAIDE.

FRrIpay the 20th September was a gay day at the Port, and a general
holiday, out of respect to the Victoria Lodge. Early in the morning
all the vessels in the harbour hoisted their flags, and the procession of
the Brothers formed at about eleven o’clock. They proceeded with
“slow and stately step” to the Half-way House, to meet their brethren
who might visit them from Adelaide, and, a little after one, returned
to the Port, where, at half-past two, Divine Service was performed
in the Church by the Reverend Mr. Farrell, Colonial Chaplain,
1 and a very impressive sermon preached from 1 John ii., 15 and 16
verses. After service the Brothers proceeded almost immediately to
the dining room, kindly lent for the occasion, by Mr. George Young,
; shipping agent at the Port. The room was tastefully decorated with
| the banners of the District Lodges, and numerous flags liberally sup-
plied to the Lodge, by the captains of the various vessels in the har-
bour, to whom, and to Mr. Young, they beg to express their acknow-
ledgments for the very handsome manner in which they came forward
to render them so much assistance on this occasion. Over the Chair-
man the very handsome new banner of the district, which has been
before more particularly noticed, was displayed.

The Chairman, Provincial Deputy Grand Master James Potter,
having taken his seat, the clashing of knives and forks was soou heard,
and the very best attention paid by the company to the good cheer
provided for them by the worthy host, Captain Wakeling, of the Port
Tavern; as far as we could see, no expense was spared to make the
party comfortable; and, we believe, there was no one, who, when he
relinquished his hold of the knife and fork, could have wished for a
better entertainment. The number that sat down to dinner was be-
tween seventy and eighty. We noticed on the right of the Chairman,
Captain Lipson, and various other gentlemen, both of Adelaide and
the Port. We were glad to see present the excellent glee singers,
Brothers Ewens, Bennett, and Harward.

After the cloth was withdrawn, the Chairman gave the usual loyal
toasts, which were drank with enthusiasm. And, on proposing the
health of his Excellency the Governor, the band playing ¢ See the
Conquering Hero comes,” Captain Lipson said he felt happy in re-
plying to the toast of his Excellency the Governor, and was glad to
see that this toast was so well received, as he doubted not they all felt
a pleasure in being able to drink long life and happiness to his Excel-
lency.

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The Vice-Chairman gave-— The Grand Master, Deputy Grand
Master, and Board of Directors of the Manchester Unity, and may
their endeavors to promote the interests of the Order be crowned with
success.”

Musical honors. Band—* Auld Lang Syue.”

Provincial Grand Master Thomas Jones acknowledged the toast,
and said he was sure, if the ears of those mentioned in the toast coula
have heard the very handsome manner in which their health had been
drank, they would have felt the pleasure which he did in hearing it.
As a member of the Order in England, he was particalarly gratified
with the hearty manner in which it had been received ; and, as there
were many strangers in the room, he would take the liberty of inform-
ing them that the individuals mentioned in the toast were those who
guided the affairs of the Order, and had the chief management of =ll
matters conuected with Odd Fellowship committed to their care. They
had steered the helm of the Order aright, and had arrived at the haven
ir safety, and the blessings they had conferred upon mankind had
reached even to this Frovince.

Song—¢ Let Odd Fellowship Abound.”

Brother Secretary William Giles, junior, proposed—* The District
Officers 3 and hoped that it would be drank with all the honors, as
he could testify to the faithfulness and readiness with which they per-
formed their duties—duties of which but few present knew the ar-
duous nature; and therefore he trusted they would show by a bumper
that they valued such services, and were desirous at all times of ac-
knowledging them.

Lodge honors. .

The Provincial Grand Master and the Chairman stated the pleasuie
they felt at meeting them on such an occasion, and requested the Cor-
responding Secretary to give some information as to the present state
and prospects of the Order.

Provincial Corresponding Secretary W. A. Hughes was happy in
responding to the call, and iu being enabled to report so favorably of
the progress of Odd Fellowship in this Province. The Order, he
said, since its first establishment here had considerably increased, and
the present number of members exceeded thrce hundred and fifty ;
the various funds, Lodge and District, were very prosperous, and ex-
ceeded in amount one thousand pounds, which, for so young a District,
was highly pleasing. The Lodge in Hobart Town was, by the last
accounts, going on well: the number being thirty-five, with a surplus
fund of thirty pounds. He was pleased at being able, also, to report
favorably of the Sydney District, and the Lodges in New South Wales.

Brother Coates proposed—¢The Widow and Orphans’ I'und,” to }
which Past Secretary Brother Burford, of the Adelaide Lodge, re-
sponded. He was not aware he shonld be called upon to say any-
thing on the present occasion, but the Widow and Orphans’ Fund
was one in which he took a great interest, and on which he conceived
there could be no difference of opinion. At the very niention of the
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widow and the orphan, our best principles—the principles comon
amongst Christians especlally—were manifested ; and although we
might sometimes be called to witness scenes of sorrow and of suffering
endured by the widow or the orphan, yet in this Institution we have
the means of alleviating the afflictions, and soothing the sorrows, of
the distressed. e hoped they would always have in view the objects
of the Society. Let us follow, he said, the principles of our Institu-
tion, and, by so doing, we shall be carrying out the great principles
of Christianity.

Brother Wells gave—<“The Reverend Mr. Farrell, and the Ministers
of South Australia,” which was drank with all the honors.

Tt was stated by the Provincial Corresponding Secretary, that, in
consequence of urgent business in Adelaide, Mr. Farrell could not be
present to dine with them.

Song—<The Flag that Braved a Thousand Years.”

Vice-Grand Quin proposed—¢ The Officers and Brethren of the
Adelaide Lodge,” in responding to which Brother Burford said he felt
great pleasure in doing so. He had often witnessed and had occasion
to speak of the diligence of the officers of the Adelaide Lodge : they
were desirous of promoting the interests of Odd Fellowship, and he
doubted not they would continue in the course they had commenced.
The Adelaide Lodge had been called upen to take the lead in the
eause of 0dd Fellowship, and he felt every confidence in the other
Lodges following so excellent an example.

Glee—¢ The Red Cross Knight.”

Brother Diball, in rising to propose 2 toast, said, that since he came
to this colony he had experienced the advantages of being connected
with the Order of Odd Fellowship, and had been treated like a long-
Jost son newly-found by a tender and anxious parent. He had left
his mother Lodge in Sydney, and, for the brothers he bad left behind,
he had met with others equally kind since his arrival here; and he
was sure that a reception equal to what he had received here would
meet any who should leave this colony for New South Wales; he was
happy therefore in proposing—* The Officers and Brothers of the
Hope Lodge.”

Brother Ashton returned thanks. He recollected that, three years
ago, his Lodge contained very few mermabers, but they bad since very
mruch increased; and he hesitated not to say, that if, as Brother Bur-
ford had anticipated, they were called upon to do what the Adelaide
Lcdge had so ably done before them, they would not be found wanting.
He saw many sirangers around him, but he trusted he should shortly
cee them not as strangers but brothers—he would therefore advise
them to be strangers no longer. '

Brother Mempis proposed in a few words—*The Officers and Bro-
thers of the Albion Lodge,” to which Noble Grand Williams briefly
responded ; and, while he was on his legs, would avail himself of the
kind permission of the Chairman to propose the health of a gentleman
long resident in the colony, and who had labored hard to carry out the
objects for which he came to South Australia. He alluded to Captain
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Lipson, who arrived here, in company with the proposer, on the ele-
venth September, 1836, to fill the important offices of Collector of
Customs and Harbour Master. The duties were at that time vory are
duous, and the worthy Captain was entitied to our best thanks fur the
exertions he made to promote the interests of the colouy. e there-
fore felt highly honored in being permitted to propose the health of——
¢ Captain Lipson,” and he would take the liberty of coupling with it,
¢« The Government Officers.”

Drank with nine timss nine, and all the honors.

Captain Lipson, in rising, said—In an old sailor it could not be ex-
pected to find an orator; he felt gratified at this mark of their esteem,
and to find so numerous an assemblage at the Port conduct themselves
in so orderly a manner as he had witnessed during the whole day.
The port and harbour of South Australia he had often heard spoke nof
with ridicule ; great efforts had been made to render it what it is, and
he had staked his reputation as a British officer on its fitness and ca-
pabiiities, and he now considercd it equal to any he bhad met with.
The Captain of the Taglioni iad spoken of it in Lizh terms to him,
and considered the port charges very moderate. Ee was gled that
the Order of Odd Fellowship had been established at the Port; he
believed it an excellent Instituiion, and would at ail times be happy
to render it all the assistance and encouragement in his power. ;

He required a
bumper, as this might be considered the principal toast of the evening,
and he was glad to have been selected to propose it. He could inform
them that Captain Lipson, who had just left, had expressed himself
very highly in favor of the Order, and had made various enquiries as
to the mode of conducting its affairs, with the answers to which he
was much pleased. It was gratifying to have the good opinion of
this brave old officer; and he was sure, from what he had said, that
he would at all times render them such assistance as they might re-
quire, and he could grant.
