The military are our
only protection just now ; but we know not the moment they may
be ordered away. By all that is sacred I implore thee to delay as
little as possible.

LODGE SECRETARIES.

" To the Editor of the Odd Fellows® Magazine.

Sir and Brother—I hasten to avail myself of your kind sugges-
tion to write on the subject I spoke to you of a few nights since,
the appointment of paid under-secretaries in lodges. I will repeat
the reasons I then urged, which you thought not unworthy your
attention..

Good feeling points out an unpaid secretary as the proper person
to succeed to the Vice Grand’s chair, this being the only reward
the lodge can give him for his attention to his laborious office.
1f some such understanding exist not, it will be hard to find
brothers willing to undertake it ; yet, if it be always acted upon,
we shall wholly exclude from the higher chairs, those brothers,
who, for whatever reason, may not have filled that of secretary.
The question is, whether this be desirable or not; I humbly sub-
mit that it is not, for the man who may fill one office well, may not
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always be the best qualified for another. We have genentlemen
among us, whose professional or otherengagements would prevent
their taking office as secretary, yet who would honour and assist
the lodge as supporters—as Noble or Vice Grand, and afterwards
would dignify the chair of Grand Master. We have others, who,
from their zeal and attachment to the order, would be (and in some
instances have been), useful as leaders ofa lodge, and who deserve
the compliment of being chosen; but whose education and
habits have not fitted them for book keeping. By the system of
unpaid secretaries, both these classes are excluded from passing
the chairs, or they must be put over the heads of those who have
perhaps filled that office creditably ; so we must do ipjustice to
one or the other, and the resultis, that our lodges will mostly be
presided over by young men—good secretaries—but seldom of a fit
standing for chalrmen. But if an assistant be paid, the elected
secretary will have no more laborious duties to perform than
the other officers, and the choice of the brothers would be unfet-
tered. The persous hoiding the appointment of assistant will
perhaps remain in it for years, and become the better acquainted
with his duties.

Apologizing for occupying so much of your space, and leaving
the matter in your more able hands,

We think there is some justice in our correspondents remarks. It is fair
that the arduous office of secretary (if gratuitously filled), should be a stepping
stone to higher honors ; but manifestly absurd and contrary to the whole
spirlt of the institution that it should be the only road to the chairs of the
lodge. To avoid any difficulty the system of a paid under-secretary might
perhaps wisely be adopted ; and we observe that since the date of the above
letter this hasbeen done in the Adelzide Lodge. In the Hope Lodge only

one out of the four who have been Noble Grands have filled the office of secre-
tary.—ED,

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LOYALTY AND LOVE.

LETTER IiI.

Sir—The essential difference between the morality of ths Bible
and that of every other system of Ethics is, that the former makes
the test of moral purity to consist in the motivg from which our
actions proceed, the latter places it in the tendency of those
actions.

As every individual is a responsible being, we naturally expect
that man should be furnished with a simple and general rule of
duty, which all can understand ; and as God is the moral Go-
vernor, as well as the Creator, that the laws by which He rules his
intelligent creatures shonld bear some analogy to the laws by
which He governs the material universe,—as being universally
applicable.

In this expectation we are nof disappointed.

We are placed in the world in two grand relations : our relation
to God, and our relation to our fellow creatures ;—the Bible gives
us rules for each. * Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with sl
thy soul and with all thy mind. This is the first and great com-
mandment, and the second is like unto it ;—thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself.”

These are simple rules, they are universally applicable, and they
are all powerful.

We are taughtby them, that moral purity consists in the proper
regulation of the heart, the thoughts, and the affections ; and that
according to the motives which spring from thence will our actions
be approved of, or condemned by God. ‘- Guard thy heart with all
diligence, for out of it are the issues of life.” 3

The scriptures multiply passages to arrest our attention to the
fact that all wickedness proceeds from the heart, and that moral
purity must begin there, ¢ Out of the heart proceed evil
thoughts, murders, and adulteries.” Our Saviour, addressing the
Pharisees says, * FHow can ye, being evil, speak good things ? for
out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh.” 1Inde-
scribing a good man, the Scripture says— The law of his God is
in his heart, none of his steps shall slide.”

Thus the Bible shows that the source, of all impurity is in the
heart ; and that our words, as well as our actions, depend upon the
state of that fountain.

If, instead of looking at the motives from which our actions
proceed, we adopt the Utilitarian system, and judge of actions by
their tendency, with what difficulties are we not surrounded 2 If,
before we can decide how to act, we must know the consequences,
not only immediate, but remote, of all our actions, it ceases to be
a simple rule of duty, How canitbe called universally applicable
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when in its most restricted sense it is inapplicable to the great
mass of mankind, and in its full import is inapplicable to all.

We may boldly assert that, in adopting such a system, we are
claiming a prescience which s one of the attributes of the Godhead.

Surely, no one could have devised a plan so well suited to darken
the understanding and corrupt the heart, but the author of all
evil ; who, while he influences his votary with his presumptuous
pride and daring impiety, reduces him to believe that this system
will eradicate vice, ameliorate the habits of society, and diffuse the
light of knowledge and philosophy.

The Rible teaches us that perfect moral purity was originally
enjoyed by our first parents; and it teaches us how that moral
purity was lost.

Man was made upright,—all the powers of his mind, and all the
affections of his heart were in harmony with the Maker's will. He
was placed, as we are, in a state of probation, and the test appointed
was his obedience to a single law. He disobeyed and fell !

But by what inducement was he led to disobey the command of
God 2?2 He was persuaded that the tendency of the action was
good,—that the result would he beneficial !

Thus we see that Satan, even in the morning dawn of Creation,
introduced into the world a rule of action, which from that time
to the present hour, has been the mainspring of all wickedness.

The Bible teaches us that we come into the world in that state
of moral depravity into which our first parents fell,—that our
minds are at enmity to the will of God, and our affections alienated
from his love; the design and scope of revelation is to unfold
a plan by which moral purity may be regained,—by which the will
of God shall become the rule, the love of God the motive of our
actions.

That which renders this subject deeply important to every indi-
vidual, is the consideration that this present life is merely a state of
probation.

If we throw aside the belief of a future state of existence,
theories of morals may be a fit amusement for the philosopher ;
but the great mass of mankind will solve all doubts by the natural
decision, * Let us eat and drink, for to-morrow we die.”

T have written at this length from the solemn conviction that the
Utilitarian system of morals leads to the axiom. Z%e end justifies
the means. When thus broadly stated, an attempt may be made
to explain it away, but the foundation and superstructure are ne-
cessary the one to the other, and they must stand or fall together.
In youth the poison is insidiously instilled into the mind, and
every succeeding year adds to its malignity.

In the literature of the present day, there is much talent prosti-
tuted to make the worse appear the better reason; there is no
licentiousness, no crime without a plea. No wonder then, if the
young and uneducated are caught in the snare,
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But as it is in youth that evil principles are apt to take possession
of the mind ; so it is also in youth, that truth can be most easily
communicated. :

Let us, therefore, who, as a body, look upon education as a
subject ‘of supreme importance, early teach the young that a
treasure more valuable far than gold or silver, is the habit of
turning the thoughts inward, and asking our consciences the simple
question—Is this right, or is this wrong ? E.
