We give
the fullest account of them which our space will ailow, preserving
particularly those speeches which have reference to the affairs of
the Order. All went off with excellent effect; and after each the
fernale relatives and friends of nembers were entertained at a Ball.
These latter parties afforded general satistaction.

VICTORIA LODGE,
Port Adelaide, Tuesday, September 23, 1845.

The Officers and Brothers of this Lodge formed a Procession
to and from Albert Town, displaying the banners and other para-
phanalia of the Order. The vessels in harbour were decorated with
flags, and the arrival of the Hawlk from Singapore and of his Ex-
cellency Governor Grey and suite from a trip to the head of the
Gulf, added much to the gaieties of the day. His Excellency paid
a visit to the dining-room before dinner, accompanied by Mrs Grey,
Captain and Mrs Lipson, Mr Torrens, and several other ladies and
gentlemen. The distinguished party was received by P.P.
D.G.M. Potter and G.M. Williams, with the officers and brothers
of the Lodge. His Excellency expressed much gratification at the
arrangemeats, and wished thera a very pleasant evening. He was
then conducted hy the brothers to the house of Captain Lipson,
and immediately afterwards left for town.

The Chair at the Dinner was taken by .M. Williams (Albion
Lodge), and the Vice-Chair by N.G. Hedley. Many gentlemen
and brothers from other Lodges were present. We may particu-
larize among the former, Captain Lipsan, R.N., (Harbour-iaster),
and most of the captains of the vessels in the port; among the
latter, P.G. Wicksteed (Hope Lodge), and G.M. Litchfield (Hope
Lodge): We have not been furnished with the list of toasts which
we hear were of the usual kind, but we understand that the evening

went off in mirth and good feeling, the party breaking up at eleven
o’clock.

ADELAIDE LODGE, ‘
0dd Fellows’ Hall, Wednesday, October 15, 1843. ‘

The Brothers attended Divine Service at Trinity Church in the
morning, but without having formed ary procession. The Rev.
Mr Farrell preached a very excellent sermon to an attentive though b
not numerous congregation. .

The Dinner was at three o’clock. Brother G.M. Mayo presided,
P.G. Hughes acting as Vice-Chairman. The company, which was
almost wholly confined to members of the Lodge, consisted of about
one hundred and twenty. Brothers Bray, Burford, Allchin, Clark,

and Hal officiated as stewards—Mr Lee attending with an efficient
band. i
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On the removal of the cloth-—

The Chairman spoke with much feeling and energy of the advan-
tages of the institution, which promoted the performazce of duties
towards God and man. He drew a vivid picture of the relief it haa
Leen the means cf affording to the widow and the orphan, and
concluded by proposing « The Queen.”

The toast was drunk with enthusiasm, as were the other loyal
toasts which followed. We think this was the last public occasion
on which Captain Grey was given as Governor of the Colony.

Brother V.G. Wells proposed ¢ Civil and Religious Liberty ali
over the wordd;” and urged, in a very energetic speech, the rights of
the labouring classes toa full participation in the blessings bestowed
by Providence. He knew he was going from the subject of the
toast, but at the same time had gained his object by expressing his
contempt for those who would grind down the labourer.

The Croupier proposed ¢ The Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund.”

Brother Dep. Prov. G.M. Clark proposed ¢ Captain Sturt and
bis gallant Band—DMay they return in Safety.” He passed a high
and deserved compliment on the enterprising explorer, whose success
he considered certain, unless obstacles beyord human control should
intervene.

The Chairman proposed ¢ The Army and Navy.”

Brother Burford gave ¢ The Colouial Chaplain and the Clergy
of South Australia,”” Their precepts were in accordance with all
the rules of Oddfellowship, and respect must be shown to them, act
merely by drinking their healths, but by conformity to their instruc-
tions. The toast included clergymen of every sect, and gladly
would he support all who freely put the Bible in the hands of their
people.

The Croupier proposed ¢ The Grand Master, Deputy Grand
Master, Corresponding Secretary, Board of Directors, Off.cers, aud
Brothers of the Manchesier Unity over the Globe.”

Brother Burford gave * Colonel Gawler aud “the Friends of the
Coleny at Home,” e had been his fellow-passenger, and he deeply
regretted he had not been allowed to stay here to finish what he had
begun. He was helping us at Lome, but he had a wmemorial here,
and God send that he might come queng us again to end his life on
his own estate.

Brother Hogg gave ¢ Mrs Grey and the Ladies of Scuth Aus-
tralia,”” a toast which world derive its interest from iis intrinsic
escellence more than frem anything he could say. Mrs Grey was
beloved by all for ker urhanity and kindmess; and, for the ladies—
who could think of them as the dear supporiers of maw’s life from
the cradle to the grave but with afiecticuate enthusiosm ?

Brother Chanter— Hoped they should never regret the change
they had made in comicg to South Australia, theugh he was equally
sure they would never forget their birth-place. He gave *f Our
Native Land and the Land we Live in.”
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Brother Dehane, after briefly referring to the flourishing state of

the different branches of industry in the Colony, proposed ¢ The
Commerce, Agriculture, and Manufactures of Scuth Australia.”
. Braiher N.G. Allchin proposed «“ Dr Mayo, the Lodge Surgeon,”
an officer well known and highly respected 3 who had served the
Lodge in many capacities besides that of Surgeon, and in each in-
stance to its benefit,

Dr Mayo rose, but was for some time prevented speaking by loud
applause. He expressed the pleasure he had always feltin attending
the meetines of his Lodge, which was almost the only company in
which he mixed. He thanked them for the kind way in which they
had alwsys gone hand in hand with him, and trusted their connexion
might long continue,

Erother Dchane had to propese two Institutiods, which mainly
contributed to.the advancement of the Order. The first regavded
the education of their children. A school had been formed with
care and difficuity. It had struggled but su-caeded, and now had
upwards of a hundred scholars, who were receiving a first-rate com-
mercial edueation. 'The next was an Institution for their own im-
provement—TLe Library. Already they had between two hundred
and tbree hundred volumes of excellence in their various depart-
ments; and in another year, if it were carried on with zeal, it would
be exceeded by no library in the province. He regretted that so
few aveiled themselves of its advantages. The books were suitable
to all, the subscription was low, and the attendance of the Librarian
was gratuitous. Ie hoped the brothers would look at the collec-
tion, and he was sure all would become subscribers. Re proposed
¢ Success to the Odd Fellows’ School and Library.”

Brother Lewis proposed  The Visiting Brothers and Friends.”
To the former he expressed gratitude for their visit, as evincing
their desire to maintain good feeling ; for the latter, he hoped he
should not have to call them strangers much longer.

Brother Dyke (V.G. of the. Hope Lodge) returned th:nks.

Brother Burford gave ¢ The Press of South Australia.”

A gentleman connected with the South Australian Register re-
turned thanks.

Brother Hall proposed © The Host and Hostess.”

The Croupier gave ¢ The Chairman.”

The Chairman—Had certainly felt proud of presiding over that
day’s festivities, which had given himm much pleasure. He had
fallen short of many, but he hoped they would have a betler next
time. He had now to name one who had done much for them from
the first by his gratuitous assistance, and who had ever continued
to help the Order and that Lodge in particular—* Brother Past
Grand and Provineial Corresponding Secretary Hughes, their wortby 3
Vice-Chairman."” :

The Croupier was gratified by the kindness shown him. If he ]
had ever been useful, he trusted he should be so still. He loved
0dd Fellowship, and would do anything for its advancement.
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It being now 9 o’clock, the Chairman left. His place was filled
by Brother Allchin, and the festivities of the evening continued.

Our contracted space has prevented our enumerating the songs,
but we may say in general terms that they were many and excel-
lent. Besides the band, which acquited itseif well, the company )
were favoured by Brothers Allchin, Figg, Hilton, Grote, Haussen,

Clark, Dyke, Hillier, &c., &c., and the whole evering passed most
pleasantly.

HOPE LODGE,*
Freemasons’ Tavern, November 5,1845.

The ninth of November is the proper Anniversary of this Lodge.
1t was the day on which the Dispensation was received, and keing
the birthday of the Prince of Wales, will most likely before long be
declared a public holiday. Falling this year on a Suaday, the pre-
vious Wednesday was substituted.

Tt was considered advisable to follow the plan now becoming very
general in England, and to request the attendance of some influetial
person not 2 Member of the Order as Chairman ; and for this pur-
pose Edward Stephens, Esq., Manager of the Bank of South Aus-
tralia, a magistrate of the provinece, and one of the earliest colonists,
was selected. He at first expressed some hesitation, from his utter
ignorance of the principles of the Order, but these being explained
to him, he complied with the wishes of the Lodge. The conse-
quence was a large attendance of strangers of respectability, who
were thus made acquainted with the Order, of which before they had
known rnothing. '

The dinner took place in the new room, the erection of which
has become necessary from the rapid increase of members. It isa
handsome hall, fifty-five feet by twenty-five, and was very tastefully
decorated.

The company consisted of about two hundred. Brother O. K.
Richardson and Brother C. J. F. Campbell, J.P. (both members of
the Lodge) were to have been croupiers, but the former only acted,
the latter being unexpectedly called from town. The following
gentlemen were near the Chairman:—Captain O’Halloran, J.P,
Clerk of the Councils (a2 member of the Order, formerly belonging to
the Hope Lodge, but at present in connexion with no Lodge) ; God-
frey John Thomas, Esq.. Brother-in-Law of Governor Grey and
Private Secretary to his Excellency Lieut.-Governor Robe; C. B.
Newenham, Esq , J.P., and Sheriff of the Province ; Dr Kent, J.P.;
Dr Wryatt, J.P., Messtrs Bartley, Stevenson, 'J. Stephens, Murray,
Gilby, Shayle, Catterall, Stein, Neales, and Williams, Brothers J. G.
Nash, E. W. Andrews, C. W. Litchfield, and F. Wicksteed (stew-
ards), Brother Thomas Gilbert, J.P., Brother W. B. Ashton (Noble

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Girand of the Lodge), and Brother Tolmer ; near the Vice-Chair-
man—Thomas Wilson, Esq. (Clerk of the Court of Appeals), J. H.
Richman, Esq., (Clerk to the Bench of Magistrates), Brothers
Davies, Dyke, Pope, Debney, and Pavelin (stewards), and many
others whose countenances, from the distance, we were unable to
recognise. Brother Walker (P.G. of the Lodge and a steward)
was prevented attending by indisposition.

The stewards derived much assistance from the appointment of
six Wardens—DBrothers Rounseville, Dean, Soper, Josiah Martin,
Lean, and Beer. They received the guests, and conducted them to
the Committee-room, obtained tickets for Brothers and friends who
were unprovided, took cards at the door, and attended generally to
‘the detail of the arrangements.

We allude to this circumstance particularly, as every person pre-
sent noticed the comfort and order of the evening, which was much
owing, we think, to the care which had teen taken beforehand to
prevent any possible confusion.

The dinner did the highest credit to the worthy host and hostess,
‘and received full justice from a company well disposed to enjoy it.

Brothers Bennett, Ewers, and Harward kindly undertook the
musical department, assisted by two or three friends. The Concert
was made complete by the welcome aid of Dr Kent and Captain
Tolmer.

On the removal of the cloth, ¢ Non nobis Domine” having been
sung—

The Chairman said—1I fear some will be surprised, but I trust not
disappointed, at my occupying this position this evening, because,
however much you may coasider me an odd fellow, I have not the
honour to belong to your Order, and therefore am the more
flattered at the compliment you have been pleased to pay me by in-
viting me to preside over your festivities. I confess, when applied
to to act as Chairman on this occasion, I craved a little time in
order to acquaint myself with the principles, constitation, and go-
vernment of Odd Fellowship ; and glad I am at the pause, as it gave
me an opportunity, by the assistance of my friecd Mr Andrews,
whom I have to thank for a letter on the subject, of testing the
merits of the institution, and enabled me to appreciate still more
the kind compliment you have paid me. I am now proud, gentle-
men, to meet you as your Chairman. Your Committee did not
think proper. to fetter me with instructions, or to prescribe any
particular course, but have given me a * wide discretion ;” and I
trust the exercise of my ¢ emergency powers” will meet with your
approbation (cheers). It is my wish to make this meeting not so
much a vehicle for Oddfellowship as of good-fellowship; and 1 rely
upon your co-operation and support, so that we may have not only
the ¢“ flow of soul,” but the * feast of reason,” and that ¢ brotherly
union” which is one of the mottoes of your Institution. I have now
a toast to propose which is never omitted where Britons assemble,
and which commends itself to their loyalty and love—for Britors

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are always proud to recognise and acknowledge their Sovereign.
Gentlemen, ¢ The Queen.”

Drunk with great applause, and followed by ¢ God save the
Queen” by the whole company. _

The Chairman said that, although they had just testified their
loyalty and devotion to her Majesty, they should not forget she was
a wife and a mother, and that her children would, under Providence,
rule enspires for generations to come. God bless them ! He would
- give them ¢ Prince Albert and the Royal Family.”

Glee—¢ The Boatie rows.” .

The Chairman again craved their attention whilst he proposed a
toast which he was sure would be received with great cordiality.
They had done themselves horour by drinking the healths of her
Majesty and the Royal Family, but they must not forgét the So-
vereign’s representative in South Australia; he meant their Lieu-
tenant-Governor. It had pleased her Majesty to place him in the

_(he thought) enviable position of successor to their late Governor,
whose prudence and skill he had no doubt Lieutenamnt-Governor
Robe would emulate. They could assure him of their loyalty to his

~ person and Government, and of their cordial co-operation in the
discharge of the responsible duties of his office. He trusted that
his (Lieutenant-Governor Robe's) residence in this "colony would
not be the least happy portion of his life, and that there might long
be that good feeling between the Governor and the governed which
would tend to raise South Australia still higher in the scale of
colonies ; and that it might continue to prosper under his wise and
judicious administration. He had the honour to propose the health
of « His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor.”*

. The Chairman had a toast to propose, which he was sure they
would respond to with great cordiality and sincerity. He would
give them “Health and success to his Excellency Captain Grey,
the late patron of the Order.” (Cheers.) He was sure they would
agrea with him that the administration of Governor Grey in this
colony was particularly distinguished for the countenance he afforded
to local objects and institutions, and whilst he was always ready, in
Lis official capacity, to patronise local establishments, the liberality
of his private contributions for the same objects, as well as to assist
individnal efforts, was well known. In the patronage he (Governor
Grey) had kindly extended to their useful and interesting Society,
Le had shown that he could appreciate the good likely to resulg
from the practice and extensien of their principles ; andthe Addresg
which the Order presented to him on his departure from these
ghores, as well as the answer he returned to ir, must have been mu.
tually gratifying. He (the Chairman) was proud to add his testi.
