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COLONIAL LITERATURE.

TuE ADELAIDE MacazINE.—Nos. 1 and 2, November and Decerm-
ber, 1845. Dehane, quarto, p.p. 12,

THE colonists of South Australia have not been a reading com-
munity—not that as a body they are illiterate, but that they have
been too much engrossed in business, and, unfortunately, in some
instances, pressed by calamity to bestow their time or moaey on
congenial pursuits. An attempt to establish a colonial magazine
was made by Mr James Allen, in the year 1841. It bad con-
tributions from many very competent persoms, and was really a
most creditable produection. Its circulation, at first, was con-
side.able, but it gradually fell off ; and after, for twenty months
dragging its slow length along, was abandoned as unremunerative.
The Society of Odd Fellows have, with the spirit which charac-
terises most of their undertakings, supported their little quarterly
pamphlet, which has been made, as far as circumstances would allow,
to partake of a general character. Still, its name and its devotion
to a particular interest, have operated against extended circulation.
We hail the appearance of the  Adelaide Magazine” as an igdica-
tion of aroused literary feeling. The editor’s name is a guarantee
that it will be far above mediocrity. Perhaps colonial literature is
indebted to nc gentleman so much as to himself. Each portion of
the press has in turn received his aid. His fluent pen has bcen
at all times ready; and those who have received so much en-
tertainment from his labors are bound to support him. The two
numbers which have appeared sustain his well-earned reputation,
and we cannot but express our sincere hope, that the magazine may
meet the encouragement alike due to its intrinsic merit, and the
character of its accomplished editor. '

The work is avowedly an arrangement
or compilation, but is judiciously managed, and the whole brought
to bear upon mining in South Australia in a way which cannot fail
to be usefu!. There are a few wood-cuts, which, though rather
rough performances, serve to illustrate the text, and derive an extra

interest from their being the first, we believe, executed in the
colony.
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NEWS OF THE ORDER.
ENGLISH.

The Annual Moveable Committee for 1845, was held at Glasgow,
commencing on Monday, 12th May, and continuing through the
week. The new officers of the Order are—Grand Master, John
Dickenson ; Deputy Grand Master, R. R. Elliott ; Corresponding
Secretary, William Ratecliffe.  The proposition that the Board of
Directors be allowed to publish at Manchester a monthly magazine
was negatived ; but two other publications were sanctioned, The
Odd Fellows’ Chronicle, monthly, in the Isle of Man, and the Lon-
don Journal and Pioneer Newspaper, weekly ; and it is recommended-
to all hosts of Lodges to take-them through the Prov. C.S.

The following regulations were passed relative to finance—

I. That in future a fixed amount of the contributions of every
Lodge shall go to a fund to be called the ¢ Lodge ContriLution
Fund,” to be appropriated exclusively to paving the sick, funeral,
and other donations of the members, and for no other purpose
whatever ; and that it shall be optional with Lodges as to the va-
rious means by which they will collect the sum required for the in-
cidental expenses of the Lodge or District.” .

II. That this A. M. C. adopt one uniform scale of benefit for a
fixed and specific rate of contribution, and that Lodges have power
to fix their own rates of contribution either above or below that
sum, but that the benefits in all cases be proportionate with the:
standard now agreed upon.

III. That the future standard should be fivepence per week
clear to ensure ten shillings* per week sick pay for twelve months,
and five shillings after that period ; ten pounds funeral mouney at
the member’s decease, and five pounds at the decease of a member’s-
first wife ; and that all payments above or below that sum should.
insure benefits only in just proportion to that sum.

These very important resolutions occasioned considerable discus-
sion, The principal one was carried by 65 against 42. A short
extract from the speech of P.G: Ashdown (Stepney District), will
explain their object and show their absolute necessity :— The re-
turps sent into the Board, and now in the possession of every
Depnty. showed such an anomalous and startling state of things in
reference to the condition of Lodges and Dustricts, as, in his opinion,
to plead trumpet-tongued, for an immediate alteration of the false
and fallacious system of paymentsnow in use throughout the Unity.,.
It was clearly shown upon the face of the returns that some Lodges.
were actually professing to give for 8d or 8Ld weekly the same
amount of benefit for which other Lodges were paying 5d or 6d.
Was it to be tolerated then, that those Lodges to which he was
allading should, after neglecting to make a proper provision for
their liabilities, have power to grant clearances and send their mem-.

* South Australia, as an agricultural. district, would give 25 per cents
more reiief—12s 6d instead of 10s for a weekly pay of 5d.
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bers to become a burden upon and swallow up the resources of
Lodges that had been more prudent ? It might be consistent with
benevolence to do so, but he was sure it was contrary to the first
principles of justice and common honesty.” '

By the adoption of these regulations, very little, if any, alteration
will be necessary in the district of South Australia. At present,
the subscription to the Lodge Fund is 6d weekly, making, with
3d to the Widows’ and Orphans’ and 1d to the district, 10d. This
sixpence will admit of 153 per week, sick pay, instead of 16s; £15
funeral gift, as at present by the New District Laws ; and £7 10s
on a wife’s death, instead of £8. But thea it will be necessary to
form a fund to pay for incidental expenses, and ome-third of the
present accumulations are allowed to be taken to commence this.
Either, therefore, the subscription must be raised, or the sick pay
lowered, to provide means of paying the surgeon’s and the secetary’s
salary, stationery, printing, outside guardian’s refreshment, com-
mittee expenses, allowance to delegates, &c. It is a subject which
requires attention and careful discussion. The initiation money is
to goto this unfouchable fund. The only remaining fund for general
expenses would be that arising from fines which is very trifling.

It was resolved to endeavour to obtain an Act of Parliament, or
Charter of Incorporation.

It was also determined to have a new set of lectares. All
Members of the Order are invited to write such as they think
suitable for the purpose of expounding the principles of the Order
in each degree, and £10 will be paid for each lecture selected.

Suspended members are in future to be admissible as witnesses in-
cases of dispute. '

We seein the cash acecount of the Order, that credit is given to
South Australia for £20, remitted for goods, &ec.

The profits of the English Quarterly Odd Fellows’ Magazine
amount for the year to £584 6s 114 this belongs to the Widows’
and Orphans’ Fund.

The A. M. C., in pursuance of their usual plan of giving a do-
nation to the charitable institutions of the town in which they meet,
voted £15 to the Glasgow Infirmary, and £5 to the Glasgow Night
Asylum, from the General Funds of the Order.

The Grand Dinner of the Delegates took place in the Trades’
Hall, Glasgow, on Thursday, the 16th May. They were joined by
many of the most distinguished citizens, Archibald Allison, Esq.—
Author of the History of Europe during the French Revolution,
Sheriff of Lanarkshire, and Lord Rector of the Marischal College,
Aberdeen—in the chair; Provost Bankier, Croupier. .

The A. M. C. for 1846 is to meet in Bristol on Whit Monday.

HaAresowEeN, Savor.—One hundred and thirty persons lately
attended a tea-party for the benefit of the Widow and Orphans’
Fund, held in the school-room of the Independent Chapel. The
Rev. E. Reeve cheerfully lent the room, and the tea-service belong-
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ing to the congregation, was also suffered to be used.! ;The party
was principally got up by the ladies.

L.ancasTeEr.~—A series of Balls and Promenade Concerts™are to
be given in the Odd Fellows’ Hall, and the proceeds devoted to en-
gaging popular persons to deliver lectures to working men on
scientific and .interesting subjects, the price of admissionbeing
very low,

Ricemoxnp, Yorksuire.— At the funeral of a deeceased brother on
the 28th April, the members of the Lodge attended, and the service
‘being completed, a past officer was about to read over the grave the
Funeral Oration of the Order, when the Rev, S. F. Furness—who
had officiated—rushed forward and indignantly exclaimed “ I won’t
allow it ; read itat your peril; if you do, sir, I'll give youin charge
of the police.”” And, calling the police, cried out, ** Here, take this
man into custody.” The brothers ot the Lodge, unwilling to pro-
long so disgraceful a scene, left the church-yard without reading the
oration.

Sa1PLEY DistrRiCT.—~The Rev. J. Newberry, M.A., Rector of
Shipley, and a brother of the Order, has received a handsome address
from the District on the oceasion of his retiring from the Rectory.
He expressed, in reply his high opinion of the Order, and before
leaving Shipley, preached a sermon for the benefit of the Widows’
and Orphans’ Fund. ‘

BirmineaAM.—The Committee of the Odd Fellows’ School and
Library have engaged Mr Charles Kemble to deliver two * Read-
ings of Shakespere” in the Town Hall. The plays selected were
Hamlet and Othello. The attendances were large and brilliant.
The entertainments gave the utmost delight, and, at their conclusion,
the Rev. Hugh Hutton, on the part of the Committee, proposed a
vote of thanks to Mr Kemble, which was passed by acclamation.

LiverrooL.—A man named Henry Seddon has been sentenced
to five month’s imprisonment ‘with hard labour, for having obtained
from his Lodge the sum of £10, by means of a false certificate of
the death of his wife.

“ Opp Ferrows’ CuroNicLe.”—The Editor of this new monthly
paper has politely forwarded to us the first nine numbers, which
have enabled us to give many articles of interesting news which we
could not otherwise have donme. It is a well-written and spirited
publication. The cost is only ls 6d per annum, and it comes
through the post for a penny. We should be glad to see it circu-
lated widely in the colony. '

FOREIGN AND COLONIAL.

FrANCE.—At a recent Lodge Anniversary, Brother Boitoi, a
member of the Order in France, stated that Lodges had been
opened hy Prov. G.M. Lancaster at Calais and Rouen. One of the
Members of the Chamber of Deputies, M. Delaborde, had Jjoined the
Order, and the Duc de Montpensier, one of the sons of King Fouis
Phillippe had subscribed £10 towards their fands. It was expected
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that shortly France would be able to form districts of her own.
The Government bad seen and approved of the rules of the Man-
chester Unity, which bhad every prospect of flourishing in France.

UniTED STATEs.—In 1844, there were in the United States
466 Lodges and 44,627 members of the Order. Three newspapers
are devoted to its interest—the Gavel, at Albany, edited by the
Rev. C. C. Burr; the Golden Rule, at New York, and the Symbol.
A man to be admitted an Odd Fellow in America must be a free
white, of good moral character, twenty-one years of age, and must
believe in a Supreme Being, the Creator and Preserver of all the
Universe. The Manchester Unity is also making rapid strides in
America.

Tae CaANNEL Isnaxps.—O0dd Fellowship is in a very flourisk-
ing state in Jersey ; although of recent introduction, there are four
increasing Lodges at St Helier, and a new Lodge is just opened in
Guernsey.

SypNEY.—A weekly psper, under the title of the 0dd Fellow,
has been commenced, and seems to meet the general patronage of
the Order there. We have to acknowledge the receipt of the first
three numbers. There is a little error in the list of Lodges pub-
lished in it, from which those in South Australia are made to appear
as being under the Sydney District.

PorT ParLLiF.—We have also been favoured with the first num-
ber of a new paper called the Siandard, or Mechanies’ and Work=
ing man’s Journal, a portion of which, under the title of the “ Od.
Fellow, is always to be devoted to the interesis of the Order.
From it we learn that ¢ the Order is already firmly established in
that province, one Lodge being in operation, and another shortly to
be established in Melbourne.

LOCAL.

The Grand Committee of October entirely remoddled the Dis-
trict Laws, and also framed laws for-the Funeral Fund. They are
printed together in a neat pamphlet, Which will bind with the book
of General Laws,
