Inmany cases, where there has been an
apparent breach of the pledge, some explana-
tibn may be made, that it has not been in fact

a breach. ' Many have taken the pledge for a |

given time, five or six weeks, six months, or

even a year; and after that time they have

chosen to secede. It*is not fair to call such a

uan a téétotaller. He ceases to belong to

them ; he is no longer pledged ; - he is follow-

ing his former appetite : but we do cherish a

good hope that many, having once commenced

this'system, will pursue it, and prove them-

selvesfaithful membersof the Society to the end. |
- There is one other point which it would be

unpardonable in me to pass over without a few

comments ; and that is, the extraordinary, I

may say in'one sense, the miraculous efforts of

Temperance in Ireland. I have only one

vegret; I wish that we had all taken a page
out of this Irish book, that the mantle of
Tather Mathew had fallen over the wide extent
of the Church of England. I have before me
a statement from Father Mathew, in which he
says, ¢ I neither profess, nor have I the.power
to work miracles.” But I will tell-you what
power he has, a power of a strong, ‘a zealous,
and a religious mind over his countrymen.
So far as this is his power, so far .as this is-
his .weapon, God speed Father Mathew in-
his great and glorious work. I will, how-
ever, refer a little more to Father Mathew;
for I happened to receive, singularly enough,
the day before yesterday, without the slight-
est- reference to the Temperance Society, an
aecount of its progress in Ireland. Listen, for
ihey are letters which ought to be written in
gold: ¢ Fathéer Mathew exhorts the. people
to abandon every other vice, rioting, faction,
fighting, private combinations, illegal oaths,
taking of fire-arms, serving threatening
notices.” Now mark what further that Roman
catholic says, ¢ He exhorts them to forget
religious animosities; - to live in peace with all,
to observe the laws of God and man, to be
teetotallers, not only in spirits, but in charity ;.
to abstain from every vice, and to practise, as
far as possible; every virtue which may lead
men to salvation.” Another correspondent’
says, < He taught the sublimest principles of
religion and charity, living in brotherly love
with each other, of all religious persuasions;
and the effect upon' all religious persons,
and political persons, .differing in creeds, dif-
fering in pelitics, has, I am happy to say, pro-
duced the most satisfactory results. Ina va-
viety of cases, people have come together who
néver met before: and have streiched forth the
right hand of fellowship to each other; and
L:verily believe that Father Mathew has done
mgre to produce peace in Ireland than any
other man who has lived there for a century.”
1f I were to enter into detail, I should occupy
you for hours with facts partly from Ireland,
and partly from- England, which bave come
under my own observation; bat it is unneces-
sary to do this. Take my word for it, that in
every case ‘where I have seen Temperance
Sociéties prevail, I have found that those who
were vicious became virtuous, those who were
irreligious and infidels became religious and
faithful followers of God, those who before
were enemies, are brought to live together in
social harmony and friendship. Surely these
are results worthy of encouragement; and
blessed be those temperance societies which,
like our own, or like the teetotallers, go
about the world, sowing the seed that the
fruits .of Temperance may be thereby in-
creased, and gathered into the garner of

Christianity, there to ripen to an everlasting

harvest in this mighty land.-
