


ENGRAVINGS OF THE JUBILEE MEDALS OF THE LONDON MISSIONARY SOCIETY.
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JUBILEE MISSIONARY SERVICES.
- Tre London Missionary Society is now cele-
brating its Jubilee Year. The Society was formed
in September, 1795, and has, therefore, now at-
tained its Fiftieth Year. A series of very de-
lightful and encouraging services has been held
in London. Sermons were preached, and collec-
tions made for the funds of the ‘Society in about
sixty chapels in the metropolis on Sunday the
29nd of September. On.the Monday afternoon,
the Directors assembled at the Mission-House,
Blomfield-street, and held a meeting for special
prayer on the occasion. In the evening of the
same day, the Rev. James Parsons, of York,
preached to the juvenile friends of the Society.
The discourse was very appropriate. The text
was chosen from Malachi :—¢ A son honoureth
his father. . . . . . If then I be a father, where
is my honour?” The preacher shewed what
strong claims God has on all our services,—our
best and ‘more affectionate services,—because He
is our Father. We hope thousands of our intel-
ligent young friends will ponder well that ser-
mon, and treasure up its sentiments in their

hearts, when it appears in print, as it soon will.

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Then, on the Tuesday morning, a vast congre-
gation assembled at Surrey Chapel, and the ve-
nerable Mr. Jay, of Bath, delivered a discourse
from the short but suitable text, “Ebenezer,”
that impressed and delighted multitudes. The
chapel was so full that many cpuld not gain ad-
mission. The large school-room was opened, and
Mr. Pritchard gave an address to a great number
of people, who wisely preferred accepting a ser-
vice there, to going away home disappointed, be-
cause they could not get into the chapel.

On the Tuesday evening, Dz. Raffles, of Liver-
pool, preached to an immense congregation in Dr.
Leifchild!s spacious chapel, and the text chosen
was, “Speak unto the people that they go
forward.”’—Exodus, xiv. 15.

On Wednesday, a public meeting was held
in Exeter Heall, and many heart-stirring senti-
ments were addressed by the successive speakers
to the vast auditery. Many will long remember
that day. We hope many of our young friends
will live to see gmother Jubilee, and may then,
perhaps, Tecollect with delight that they were
there at the First Jubilee of the Society. But
in forty-nine years mere, how many will have
Been called away from all earthly scenes!  How
fow will be left of those mow living!" Let us
work for the Saviour while it is day’ with us;
¢¢ for night cometh when no man can work.”

"On Thursday evening, the 25th, communion
services were held at four chapels; and great '
companies of the members of churches sat down -
at the table of the Lord of Missions, tq com-
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memorate His great love in dying for a guilty
world, and tp dedicate themselves anew to His
service. Many young people were present among
the communicants, and many also as spectators ;
no doubt many of the latter wished to be among
the former. If they love the Saviour, why are
thev not ?

. No. 1, TrE LARGEST.

" The design supposes the arrival of the Mission-
aries, who are represented addressing the natives
before they lJand. One of the seamen in the stern
of the boat holds the ensign of the ship which
has brought them. A dove with an olive-branch
in its mouth is portrayed on the ensign, as signify-
ing the peaceful nature of the visit. One of the Mis-
sionaries is holding a Bible before the natives, and
pointing to it as containing the truth which they
come to preach. The other is pointing to the source
of light, indicated by the rays bursting through
the clouds, as denoting the nature of the Gospel
to be unfolded, and its design in scattering the
darkness that covers the earth
On the other side of the medal is introduced a
trumpet, as denoting the Jubilee trumpet, with
a flag attached to it to receive the inscription.
"The olive-branches underneath imply the peace-
ful character of the dispensation of ‘Mercy. The
palm-branches above denote Victory, and the
crown. of immortality and glory points to the
final result. No. 2

Represents thé Miséionary, his wife and child, all
engaged in their hallowed employment. The Mis-

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sionary is preaching, with the Bible, his one book,
open in his hand. His wife is distributing tracts,
and her little one is supplying her with them.
A group of natives is listening. The Chinese in
meditation—the Musselmaun bowing with vene-
ration—the African hears with wonder—the Po-
Iynesian with delight. The native mother in
front with her little ones indicates that children,
instead of being destroyed, are now saved, taught,
and caressed. The palms and temples denote
the scenes of foreign labour. *Light from above is
breaking forth, as an emblem of the Gospel, by
which life and immortality are brought to light.

No. 3
Represents the idea conveyed by Rev. xiv. T:
an angel flying through the midst of heaven,
having the everlasting Gospel to preach unto all
nations,~having the trumpet in his right hand,
and pointing to an immortal crown with his left.
The Chinese is there, meditating and reading ; the
Indian, with an olive-branch, instead of a toma-
hawk; the Brahmin gazing in silent admiration,
and the African rejoicing that his fetters are
broken ; whilea child is playing with the instru-
ments of war, no longer wanted as the scourges of
human peace and happiness.

No. 4, THE SMALLEST,
Represents four of the Founders of the Mis-
sionary Society, (Dr. Haweis, of the Church of
England ; Rev. Matthew Wilks, of the Calvinistic
Methodists; Rev. Dr. Waugh, of the Presbyterian

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body ; and Rev. Dr. Bogue, of the Indépendents);
all uniting in directing the multitudes of the
Heathen, of all nations and languages, to the Father
of Lights; the one God of salvation, and to the
hope of a blessed eternity through a crucified
Redeemer:

N.B.—Nos. 2and 3 may be obtained eithef with
thie figure of the cross in the centre of the clouds;
or inithout it: The above descriptions are without
the cross i but it is inserted in some and then
siniply dendtes the doctrine of salvation through
i cross—the mediation of our Liord Jesus Christ.
It is employed in the same sense as where the
Apostle Paul says, “God forbid that I should
glory save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
