Ask God to search you; yea, pray with the Psalm-
ist: “Search me, O God! and try me;” (Ps.
exxxix. 28, 24); and then decide to be His at
once aiid Without delay.

Read attentively the following cxrcxrmsta.nce
which occurred in the Gi-eenland ’\Ixssmn +=*The
first convert &t Liclitendu was a nepliew of the
pritice of the Netawatwees; stitck by this event;
He (the pririce) Becaine more thoughtful abott his
ot salvation. He reldted to David Yeisberger;
(a Missioniary ); théit hie had been thirteén Sundays
tb Lichtenian; to hedr the truth, and that, when he
returned; he had cut thirteen notehiés in the bark
of the tiees 45 hé passéd along 3 so that; whenever
he went through theé Woods to huut, these notches
inet his eye at every turh, &nd te frequen’cly
patised; and twept to think how often ke had heard
of the Redeemor without einbracing His salvation.”

Children; jiist think how very many times you
have heatd the Gospel faithfully predched, and yét
have dever embraced it.

Yet zow who possess §0 many more privileges
and ddvantages than this heathen prince did. You

#lio have trifled with, and stifled; convietions.
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Vou who have deeply grieved the Spirit of God,
by resisting His tender appeals. Yes; gou are
now affectionately invited, before another dey
rolls over your head, to commit yourselves unre-
servedly into the Lord’s hands. This being done,
all your efforts and energies will be devoted to
His service.

Consider what has been said; ¢ and may the
Lord give you understanding in all things.”

LITTLE CHILDREN GIVEN TO THE LIONS.
My DEAR CHILDREN,

1 EAvE just been reading the book of Mr. Moffat,
‘the Missionary, which tells all about his travels
in Africa, where the black people live. He says,
< The lions sometimes come to devour them ; and
when they (the people) cannot get away them-
gelves, nor frighten the hungry lion away, the
parents will throw one of their children to the lion,
that he may take it and go back to his den.”

O how cruel this is to the poor little children!
Your parents would not throw you to the lions.
No, indeed ; they are not so hard-hearted as those
African fathers and mothers. But, then, you know
the poor Blacks had not heard the Gospel, nor
known anything about the love.of Jesus, who
took little children into His arms and blessed them,
and said, ¢ Suffer little children to come to me,
and forbid them not, for of such is the kingdom
of heaven.”” If the black people had beard of
Jesus Christ, they would not have given their
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children to the lions. O send Missionaries to tell
them all about Jesus, the children’s friend! and
when you give your money to send the Mission-

aries, say, “1 am going to save the little black
children from the lions.”

Your parents would not give you to the lions,
because they know Jesus Churist, and, therefore,
you should say, Thank God for giving me Chris-
tian parents, who have been taught to love me and
take care of me, both in body and soul.” Then,
when your parents tell you about the blessed Sa-
viour, you should listen, that you may learn to
know all that the Bible tells of Jesus and His love
to little children.

Perhaps you say, “If I had been there when
the lion came, I would have said to the father
and the mother, <O don’t give the poor children -
to thelion!’>’ But you cannot go there yourself ;
and if you did, perhaps they would give you to
tbe lions. The Missionary, however, can go and
tell them not to be.so cruel to the children. But
the Missionary has not money enough of his own
to pay for a ship to carry him to Africa. What
shall we do? If a great many little girls and boys
givea half-penny or two, it will make a great heap

"of money, enough to pay for a ship to carry the
Missionary. Would not that be nice? Would
not you be glad to give your money for that?

But the black people often love their children
t00. One poor mother kissed the hand of Mr.
Moffat again and again, because he had brought her
herboy, who had been taken away for a slave. Per-
haps you will say, < Then, why do they ever give
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their little children to the lions? > Because they
are so poor ; some of them have no houses, and live
in the open fields, and lie down at night in holes,
and then, when the lion comes; they have no place
to go to, and they are frightened ; and you know;
whien we are frightened, we do What we a.fterwa.rds
wish we had not done.

- But your parents have got houses, ard we have
Ho lions in England ; because the Gospel of Jesus
Christ has made us happier than the Africans.
But if you will send the Missionary to them, they
will soon have houses; and they will not lie down
ifi the fields at might; and will not be frightened
so as to give the1r children to the lions, O give
some 1 Vlissmnary money to save the poor black
children from the lions!

.But before I bid you good bye, I morust say one
word to yoit about another lion. You know the
Apostle Peter says, “The devil; like a. roaring
lion, goeth about seeking whom he may devour.”
Now, some parents throw their children to this
lion, to be devoured, by bringing them up igno-
rant and wicked, miever. telhng them anythmo
about Jesus Chiist, nor warning them not to tell
. lies ; but rather tea’c'hin'g therd to swear and bresk
thé Sabbath. This is tlirowing them to Satan;
the lion that devours children’s souls; which is
worse thaii throwing them to thelions that devour
their bodies.

- Be thankful; my children; that God Las given
you parexnts who &re not so cruel to your soul as
to leave you to the greut lion. Listen, therefore;
whien they téach you to fear Gad; to hate lies;_to

“Why,” said his mama, * what
difference can it make? it is just the same in
amount.” ¢ Yes,” said George ; ¢ but that one-
pound note will seem so much for a little boy to
give. If I had a guinea, I could put it between
two halfpence, and nobody would know anything
sbout it.” His mama was pleased with his pro-
posal, and George, having got his guinea, re-
turned to the church, and sllpped it into the plate
as he intended.

Now, my dear children, I don’t know that I
should have told you this, but the little boy is
since dead, and so there is no danger of his being
made vain by people knowing what he. has done.
But what are you to learn from this history?
First, you should learn, out of love to Jesus Christ,
to pity the poor little heathen children: you
should pray for them, and he willing to deny
yourself, that you may help to send out teachers
and Bibles, to shew them the way to leaven.
Secondly, you should do this in the spirit of little
George ; sothat “ your right hand shall not know
what your left doeth.”

If little George had given hlS guinea “ to be
seen of men,” hls oﬁ'enng would not have been
pleasing in the sight of God, and very likely he
would soon bave wished for his money back
again.
