FREE PASSAGES TO SOUTH AUSTRALIA. :

We congratulate our readers, and the friends :
of South Australia generally, on the prospect
of an immediate recommencement of Free
Emigration to the Colony. We name not’
our authority, but we are happy in having it
in our power to assure our friends, that arrange- i
ments are in the course of being made, to
afford, under the sanction of Government,,
free passages to South Australia to agricul-
tural labourers, and perhaps to some other
classes.

Lord Stanley, Mr. G. W. Hope, and the
Colonial Land and Emigration Commissioners,
have long been convinced of the need of ad-
ditional Iabourers being sent to the colony ;
and convinced, too, that the meritorious and
persevering efforts of the colonists, in develop-
ing the varied resources of their adopted
country, entitled them to the most favourable
consideration of Her Majesty’s Government ;
and immediately on His  Lordship being ad-
vised of the late sales of Jand in the colony,
he determined (it is understood) to appropriate
the funds, thus placed at his ‘disposal, to the
purpose of conveying thither ‘¢ emigrants not

¢« pense of their own emigration,” in terms of
the Act 56 & 6, Vict. cap.

We hope that before our next number is
published, although, in the course of a fort-
night hence, official notice will be given, of
the intentions of Government, by their adver-
tising for tenders of a vessel to convey the
emigrants to South Australia; If Land-sales
continue to be made, either here or in the
colony, and funds be thus obtained for main-

taining, to a moderate extent, free emigration,

—say, one vessel every three months, good
and well,—but if not, it is to be hoped, that
the Government will despatch a vessel once a
quarter ; and thus, by easy instalments, make
a beginning, in the liquidation of the debt due
to the Emigration Land Fund, their right to
which, the colonists must never compromise.

COMMITTEE FOR DIFFUSING INFORMA-
TION ON THE STATE AND PROSPECTS
OF SOUTH AUSTRALIA. ‘

The following Address has heen issued by the
Committee: we particularly request our readers
attention to its appeals :—

« AptonG the friends of South Australia, there
has hitherto been little or no union of effort, in
diffusing information on the state and prospects of
the Colony. Occasionally, and throngh some par-
ticular channels, valuable information has been circu-
lated; but still much ignorance prevails, not only as
to the peculiar capabilities of that country, but even
as to its locality. Nothing is more common than to
hear intelligent people confounding South Australia
with New South Wales, Van Diemen’s Land, or New
Zealand. To remove this ignorance, and to rouse
public attention to_the subject, various Companies
and Associations, interested in the prosperity of

| South Australia, have appointed some of their num-

ber to meet together as a Comnmiittee, for the purpose
of diffusing information concerning it.

«They respectfully solicit the co-operation of the
friends of the Colony in town and country, being
convinced, that its resources and progress only require
to be sufficiently known, to secure a revival of the
public interest in its favor.

¢ While general ignorance prevails, and much
tion and strong prejudice
Colony must be greatly
retarded, and the interests of all who have embarked
capital in_it, must suffer, The noble efforts of the
resident Colonists too, who have, by their industry,
energy, and perseverance, amidst great discourage-
ments, developed 50 satisfactorily the varied and
singular resources of the Colony, will be paralysed.

The Committee already appointed, consists of Re-
presentatives of the SOUTH  AUSTRALIAN COMPANY,
the SouTH AUSTRALIAN BANKING COMPANY, the
SouTH AUSTRALIAN SOCIETY, and other friends of
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the Colony; and they will be happy to receive ad-
ditions to their number, either of representatives of
other bodies, or of individuals interested in its pros-
perity, As no private objects are contemplated, and
those only which respect the Colony universally, will
be prosecuted, the Committee invites the counsel
and co-operation of “ALL its friends.

Various means of op&ration have been suggested ;
one of the most obvious is, the preparation and circu-
lation of statistical intelligence. Owing to the ample
supply constantly pouring in from the Colony, there
will be no difficulty in preparing interesting sum-
maries ; but the efficiency of” this means depends on
the judgment, zeal, and perseverance employed in
the circulation, This Appeal is now made to the
friends of the Colony for their co-operation. Copies
of appropriate articles of intelligence, prepared under
the superintendence of the Committee, will be ob-
tained, free of expence, from the Secretary, by any
respectable parties applying for the same, and stating
the facilities enjoyed for circulation. Pecuniary con-
tributions of any amount, to assist in defraying the
expense of such publications, will be received by the
Treasurer, E. J. WHEELER, Esq., South Australian
Banking Company, 54, Old Broad Street. The Com-
mittee, Secretary, and Treasurer, serve gratuitously.

As the future progress of the Colony depends on
the transmission and investment of Capital, on the
increase of labour, and the consequent increase of
the productions of the Colony, the chief object in
circulating such intelligence should be, to interest
Capitalists, Farmers, and Labourers, to all of whom,
South Australia presents peculiar advantages,

The fiiends of the Colony may also promote its
interests by influencing the periodical press of the
country, and thus giving extended publicity to the
information received from it.

All that is wished by the Committee—all indeed,
that they will be parties to, is making known the
real condition, capabilities, resources, and prospects
of the Colony. The insertion of statistical statements
in the Provincial Papers throughout the eountry,
would be of great service ; and the Committee very
respectfully, yet very earnestly, solicits the combined
and persevering efforts of the triends of the Colony,
towards securing that important object.

In conclusion, there are many persons, whose pe-
cuniary interests are involved, to a greater or less
extent, in the prosperity of South Australia: to each
individual of this numerous class, the Committee
looks with confidence, for effective co-operation; as
a revival of the public interest in the affairs of the
Colony is essentially necessary to that prosperity.
In diffusing information then, as to the Colony, such
persons arc adopting one of the most obvious, and it
is believed, one of the ost efficient means, to render
the capital embarked in the undertaking (invested in
whatever form it may be) remunerative.

COLONIAL INTELLIGENCE.

Papers to the 9th of March have come to hand.
The information they contain is of so pleasing a
character, that we have laid aside other matter to
make room for the extracts which follow ;—

S0UTH AUSTRALIAN AGRICULTURAL AND HORTI-
CULTURAL SOCIETY'S SHow.—These two Socictics
having been merged into one permanent body, thei
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first show was held on Wednesday, the 14th of Fel.
ruary, in the paddock, between North-terrace and
Fro.ne Bridge. More than 300 names appeared on
the Subscription List, and £140 was thus collected,
Nearly 1,200 persons paid tor admission, and a sum
was received which paid all expenses, and left a
balance in the treasurer’s hands. We regret that our
limited space will allow us to give only a very con-
densed account of what appears to have been really
a splendid affair, The prizes offered, were from of
£10. 10s. to 10s. 6d, in value.

The following is a summary of the various articles
sent for exhibition, abridged from the Adeclaide
Obhserver :—

WHEAT BARLEY AND OATS.

1. Wheat. FTirst prize to No. 9, Messrs. Innes
and Gilmore, Chain of Ponds. A fine bold wheat
and of superior quality. It weighed 66lbs. Goz. per
imperial bushel.

Second prize to No. 1, Messrs. Stamford, Burley,
and Stamford, Bashan Farm, Meadows Special Sur-
vey. This sample also weighed 661bs. 6oz. It is the
same sort of wheat as gained the prize last year.

There were twenty-seven samples of wheat ex-
hibited, and the majority of them were remarkably
good ; but we were sorry to observe some samples of
smutty wheat. There were two samples of golden
drop wheat (Mr, Duflield’s and Mr. Davidson’s). but
one ot them weighed only 621bs. 80z., and the other
was not so good. No. 10 sample G5lbs. 6oz., Mr.
Walter Dufheld’s, Paracombe, on the Little Para
was very good. No. 2, 651lbs. 20z., sent by R. Daven-
port, Esq., of Watergate, was very pretty. No. 12,
65lbs. doz., Mr. J. Barrett's, of Paracombe, on the
Litt@ Para, was beautiful wheat, but mixed with
drake. DMy, Barrett’s other sample, No. 13, was
good ; as also No. 6, 65lbs. 7oz., Mr, Edward Bur-
gess’s of the Cherry Gardens; and No. 19,641bs, 120z,
My. John Gollop's, Little Para,

There was also sent in for show, but not for compe-
tition, some stalks of hen-and-chicken wheat (one of
the Egyptian varieties), grown from three seeds of
corn. in North Adelaide, four years ago, the increase
of the first year being 3,000 grains. The grower,
Mr. B. A, Stone, of the Pinery, warrants a crop any
month in the year, and declares, that it will neither
take blight nor smut, He also laid on the exhibition-
table a loaf” of bread, made from the flour., He asks
£1. per bushel tor the seed.

2, Barley. First prize to No. 27, Mr. Joseph
Ind, of Hindley-street. Weight, 57Ib. 4o0z. per im-
perial bushel.

Samples of barley were also exhibited hv Mr. A,
H. Davis, Moore Farm, Reed-heds; Mr. Porter,
Helmore, Encounter Bay, (weight 541bs, 100z.) ; My,
W. F. Sargeant, Sturt River, a bushel of six-rowed
beardless and skinless barley, a native of Palestine,
called by the French,  Orge Celeste 3 My, John
Ridley, Hindmarsh (pearl-barley); and Mr. Joseph
Ind, Hindley-street.

3. Outs. First prize to No. 40, Mr. James Shakes,
of Alount Barker, Weight. 461b. Goz.

Other samples were sent in by Mr. C. B, Fisher, of
Lockleys; Mr. Duflield, of Echunga, (weight 43ibs.
100z.); and the Hon. G. I', Dashwood, of the Mea-
dows.

FLOUR AND MALT.

1. Flour. First Prize to No. 63, Mr, John Ridley,
of Hindmarsh,

Samples of Flour were exhibited by Dr. Kent, of
East Park; Mr. William Gardiner, of Thebarton;
and DMr. Joseph Ind, of Hindley-street (two sam-

les.)
P We hardly ever remember seeing so fine a sample
of flour’as the prize one. Dr, Kent’s specimen was
almost as good, hut not so lofty.
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9. Malt, The prize to No. 98, Mr. John Auld, of
Park Land Brewery.

Two samples were also shown by Mv. Alexander
Paterson, ot Kensington.

1t was matter of regret to several visitors and tap-
sters, that no specimens of Colouial hops was forth-
coming, especially as in Tasmania they have made
considerable progress in its culture.

DAIRY PRODUCE, HAMS, AND BACON.

1. Butler, fresh, First prize to No. 80, M.
Joseph Hodson, of Glen Osmond.

Butter, potted. Tirst prize to No. 124, Mr. C. B.
Fisher, of the Reed Beds.

Many other samples were sent in.

2. Cheese. Tirst prize to No. 72, Messrs. Whyte
and Rankine, of Mount Crawford.

Sccond prize to No. 111, Mr. William Pinkerton,
of Studley.

A cheese exhibited by Mr. Joseph Johnson (an
excellent old one) attracted much notice ; as also one
a year old, made by Mr. T. N. Mitchell.

3. Bucon, fliteh, Yivst prize to No. 97, Mr. John
Fdwards, of Hindley-street.

A sccond fliteh of bacon was also sent in by Mr.
Joseph Johnson, of Frogmore, but we were much
surprised at such an unaccountable paucity, as they
are abundant in the Colony.

4. Hams (bacon). First prize to No. 117, Mr.
Walter Duflield, Mount Barker,

Some bacon hams were exhibited by Mr. Duffield,
and two pork hams by Mr. Walter Duflield, of
Mount Barker. Also mutton hams by Mr, James
iMasters.

The pork hams exhibited were not nearly so fine
as many we have seen ; but the lateness of the sea-
son and the quantity exported may account for the
deficiency.

POTATOES, ONIONS, FIELD PEAS, MAIZE, COBBET’S
CORN, AND HORSE BEANS,

1. Polatoes. TFirst prize to No. 91, Mr. John
Bishop, ot Green Hill,

All the specimens of potatoes were fine, and some |
remarkably large and good.

2. Onions. TFirst prize to No, 54,
Morphett, of Cummins, Sturt River,

All the onious were good, and some of’ them equal
to the finest produced in Portugal or clsewhere.

3. Ficld Peas. First prize to No 995, Mr. .John
Winzor, Lagoon [Farm, near Glenelg.

The samples were very beautitul, particularly one ;
kind, called the partridge pea. i

4. Maize. Virst prize to No. 95, Mr. John Bishop
of Green Hill.

We regret that there were so few samples exhibited.
We noticed two stalks of great length and size bear-
ing several cobs of maize, which for beauty of ap-
peavance equalled anything ot the kind we have ever
seen.

5. Cabbet’'s Corn, Tirst prize to No. 50. Mr. A.
H. Davis of Moore Farm, Reed Beds.

6. Horse Beans. Lirst prize to No. 59, Hon.
John Morphett, Cummins, Sturt Rivev.

GRAPES, APPLES, PEARS, SWEET MELONS, WATER

MELONS, FRUITS, VEG ETABLES, AND BOUQUETS

1. Grapes (wine). The prize to No. 144, George
Stevenson, Esq., North Adelaide,

This collection embraced 12 of the finest varicties.

2 —Grapes (table). The prize to No. 143, to
George Stephenson, lsq., North Adelaide.

Some black and white Constantia grapes were ex-
hibited by Mr. William Giles, and several choice
varicties by Mr. A, H. Davis, ot Moore Farm.

3.—Grapes (best and greatest varietics.) The prize

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The grapes were thoroughly ripe, and their appear-
ance, arranged in their several assortments, and the
more intimate test they underwent by the nice palates
of the judges (for the public were forbidden even to
touch) have proved beyond a doubt, that ours will
become not only a vine-growing but a wine-exporting
colony.

4.——~Apples. Prize to No. 131. Hon. Jacob Hagen,
Echunga.

George Stephenson, Esq., of North Adelaide, also
showed some choice varieties.

5.— Pears. Prize to No. 156, George Stephenson,
Esq., North Adelaide.

The Hon. Jacob Hagen also shewed some very
fine pears.

6.— Nweet Melons. Prize to No. 122, Mr. A. H.
Davis, Moore Farm. The sweet melon which gained
the prize, was, in the opinion of the judges, the finest
flavour yet produced in the colony.

7.—Water Melons. Prize to INo. 137, Mr. William
Dinham, of the Torrens.

It may be as well to state here, for the information
of English readers, that so abundant is this delicious
fruit in South Australia, that it may be had at half-
a-crown the hundred-weight. The variety of appear-
ance, sorts, and flavour, adapt themselves to all
palates, and compensate for the comparative scarcity
of tree fruits, but which give promise of soon
becoming as cheap as in any part of the world. The
quantity of melons consumed by all classes and ages
would astonish the most lavish consumers of-fruit in
the mother-country.

8.— Fruits. (Best collection of, for which no prizes
were separately offered.) Prize to No. 146, George
Stephenson, Esq., North Adelaide.

These fruits comprised the following :—citrons
peaches, plums, almonds, figs, dried figs, pome-
granates, passaflora-idulis, orange, bhanana, olives,
guava, medlar, and pine apple.  All these fruits were
not in season, but specimens were exhibited to shew
their healthy condition.

Amongst the fruits, we must make special mention
of some beautiful almonds from the garden of George
Stephenson, Esq., and a fine dish of sweet almonds
sent for exhibition by J. H. Fisher, Esq.

9.—Vegetables (for the best and greatest variety.)
Prize to No. 160, Mr. Joseph Ind, Hindley Street.

Other vegetables were shown by Mr. George
Clark, Walkerville; Hon. Jacob Hagen, Ichunga;
Mr. A. H. bavis, Moore Farm; Mr. John Hagger,
Walkerville, (two cucumbers, (Manchester prize),
and a small lot of green peas); Mr. W, Dinham,
ot the Torrens; Mr. R. Bell, Clifton, (vegetable
marrow and tomata) ; and Mr. William Hains, Botan-
ical Garden, (two sorts of vegetable mariow, celery,)
(two kinds), radishes and lettuce, {Grand Admiral),
all of which, with the exception of the celery, had
been sown within the last three months.

Carrots, parsnips, and the Cape cabbage turnip,
and beet-root were shown in much profusion, and
were, in point of size, so remarkable, that we regret
we cannot state the girths and dimensions.

We noticed a very good specimen of the bottle
gourd, and were about to set down some cnormous
pumpkins as barrel gourds, when a friendly conni-
seur set us right as to their real pretensions. They
lad, we think, as much rotundity as a quarter-pipe :
and we have since learned, that one of them weighed
84 pounds., There were als oon the exhibition-table,
a considerable variety of European garden herbs, in
great perfection ; and amongst the few seeds, there
was a very fine sample of the useful and wholesome
carraway.

10. Louquets (for the best.) Tirst prize, to No.
149, George Stevenson, Esq., North Adelaide. Se-
cond prize, to No, 1568, Hon. Jacob Hagen, Echunga.
