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Tae number of Emigrants required for the

¢ Isabella Watson,” is now complete; and
before our next wnumber appears, they will
probably be on -their way to South Aus-
tralia, where their coming is looked for
with anxiety, as the first instalment of an as-
sistance too long delayed. Small as itis, if
followed up at short intervals, it will be of
immense advantage to the Colony, which, as
will be seen by our Colonial Intelligence,-is
very sadly in want of it. The Land Sales of
last June, may be expected to yield a small
amount for the purpose ; and we may surely
anticipate, at an early period, a parliamentary
grant for the repayment, in part or whole, of
the sum raised under its guarantee, and so
grossly misapplied. '

_Our readers will be much gratified to learn,
that a valuable CoPPER MINE has been
discovered on the estate of our esteemed
friend, GEORGE FIFE ANGAs, EsQ., at the
Barossa Range. It has long been supposed,
that this district would be found peculiarly
rich in mineral treasures; and the present will,
probably, be but the precursor of other, and
even more valuable discoveries, which will
tend greatly to enhance the attractions of a
property already distinguished for the beauty
of its scenery, and the richness of its sail.

At a public sale on the 28th November,
Mr. Charles Roberts disposed of fifty casks
(about twelve tons) Gum Arabic, the produce
of South Australia, and just landed from the
«Ocean Queen,’ from Sydney, at 70s. to
73s. 6d. per cwt. in bond.

This article is.much in demand at the pre-
sent moment, which accouunts for the very
high prices obtained for this parcel. We
learn with pleasure, that the South Australian
gum is found well adapted for manutacturing
purposes, and that a ready sale may be an-
ticipated for any future shipments.

GERMAN EMIGRATION TO SOUTH
- AUSTRALIA.

We are happy to understand, that South
Australia still continues to excite considerable
interest on the Continent.

A numerous meeting of natural philoso-
phers and literati assembled in Bremen, in
October last, at which specimens of South
Australian grain, timber, lead-ore, and’ other

productions, were exhibited, and attracted
general attention. '

These specimens were partly received direct
from Adelaide, from Mr. . C. Stackemann,
who was formerly settled in Hamburg, but
removed to South Australia in 1842, and
whose accounts of the country, and of the
improved circumstances of his countrymen,
who have emigrated thither, continue to be
very favourable, :

Through these, and corroborative accounts
received from the emigrants themselves, the ex-
pedition mentioned in our June number, sailed

by The George Washington,” in May last.

Another expedition of about the same
number, say about 180, is on foot, and likely
to sail from Bremen, in March next; the
arrangements-being under the superintendence
of Mr. Edward Delues, of Bremen, in ano-
ther vessel belonging to the same owner as
the ¢ George Washington ;* namely, E. F.
Oolrichs, Esq., Bremen, under whom a direct
trade between South Australia and Conti-
nental Europe is likely to be formed.

In the prospect of this, application has
been made, with every probability of success,
for obtaining an appointment for Mr. Stacke-
mann as Prussian Consul; at Port Adelaide.
Such an appointment seems highly desirable,
owing to the number of emigrants already in
South Australia, who have gone from the
dominions of the king of Prussia, and of
those who are likely to go hereafter.

The rates of passage from Bremen, etc. are
so much lower than from England, that the
owner contemplates offering a free passage
per steamer, trom Hull to Bremen, at the
time of the actual sailing of his vessels, to
any who may be disposed to avail themselves
of ‘these opportunities of proceeding to South
Australia. :

The appointment of Mr. Stackemann, as
Prussian Consul, would alsp give an addi-
tional weight to his representations ; some of
which we have occasionally enjoyed the
pleasure of transferring to our pages. '

Such an appointment would also interest
the Prussian Government in the prosperity
of the Colony; and they would thus obtain
official information of the great improvement
in the circumstances of those who emigrated,
compared with the destitution of the rural
population that remained at home.
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The knowledge of which, there is reason
to think, would prompt them to adopt mea-
sures, at once conducive to the relief of their
suffering peasantry, and to the promotion of
the interests of South Australia.

Such a movement, which we deem not im-
probable, even under the semi-despotic Go-
vernment of Prussia, might have a favourable
effect on a Government nearer home, which
ought to feel the influence of both these
motives; and which has a very favourable
opportunity of conferring, by means of a
Jjudicious system of emigration, a similar
double benefit to the mother country, and to
the daughter-colonies,

‘We would call the earnest attention of
our readers to the following extract of a letter
from a high mercantile authority at Adelaide,
dated 7th June last. The subject demands
the especial consideration of those who are in-
terested in the commercial prosperity of the
Colony :(—

We are progressing satisfactorily to ourselves,
but as quietly as even the friends of Western Austra-
lia could wish; if we do not soon get ships from
England, we shall be obnoxious to the charge of
sleepiness and stagnation. It is now many months
since any vessel entered onr port, except our own co-
lonial traders, so that we have goods only second or
third hand, and cannot ship any produce to market.
There are thousands of pounds’ worth of ore, oil,
wheat, wool, hides, and other things ready for ship-
ment, without any prospect of turning them to ac-
count; and while this state of things exists, we learn
by English Papers, that in December eight ships
were on the berth for Sydney, two for Port Philip,
four for New Zealand, and several for Van Diemans
Land, without one for South Australia, Our friends
are really not doing us justice in England ; but I am
happy to say, that, I believe, at last, there will be a
strong reaction in_our favour, because everything is
operating here quietly and steadily to produce it ; we
are accumulating capital, and owe very little abroad.

FrREe EmiGrATION.—The sailing of the ¢Isabella
Watson’ for Adelaide, with emigrants, is postponed
to the 9th December, on which day she will leave
Deptford. The required number of emigrants are
already engaged.

The
existence of such large masses of surveyed and un-
disputed lands of unquestionable fertility, m.occupled
districts, and where attainable labour, and live stock,
as well as personal security and good government
combine to make the scttler feel protected, and at

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tiome, ntust eventually supetinduce a large accession
to our numbers from the English yeomanry. Itis
jmpossible to imagine any state of human existence
more replete with freedom and personal indepen-
dence than that-of an industrious, unprejudiced,
agricultural couple, who have prudently chosen their
land in South Australia, and are surrounded with a
moderate quantity of stock and houschold stuff,
lots of boys and girls, and a substantial fence.—Ade-
laide Observer, June 8.

Tae LaBour MARkeT.—It is a significant fact,
that the three last vessels that have arrived here have
lost their crews; and it is not less significant, that
laborers at the port demand, and get, at present, 5s.
per day. It is really lamentable to think what will
be the condition of this colony in a short time, unless
emigration is speedily renewed. It has now been
proved, that the province possesses resources for the
support of an immense population ; that it possesses,
in fact, the elements of greater prosperity than pro-
bably any other belonging to the British Crown.—
There is scarcely a single branch of colonial industry
but may be indefinitely extended. We have on the
shores of St. Vincent and Spencer’s Gulfs, of Kan-
garao Island, and along the sea coast to the east, and

especially to the west, a great number of admirable |-

whaling stations, which, year after year, are wholly
unoccupied ; or occupied by parties from Hobarton,
or by American whalers. We have now copper, sil-
ver, and lead mines in every direction, and new ones
are discovered almost every week. We have within
ourselves the material, and a market which would
support a very respectable manufactory ot Tweed or
Paramatta cloth, a manufacture in which our neigh-
bours in New South Wales defy competition from the
mother country; and where could such a manufac-
tory be cavried on with more advantage than here,
where the ¢ staff of life” is at present, and likely to
continue, cheaper than in any of the colonies. The
time indeed may come, and that not distant, when a
trade in wootlens and cloths may be opened with
China. Of earthenware, an excellent manufactory
might be established, as we understand that there is
a great abundance here of the very best material for
the purpose. We have not spoken of the flocks,
lerds, cultivated land, and the extent to which they
may be increased, because they have been amply
shewn, by the progress of our exports, the most con-
vincing of all arguments.—South. Aus. May 17.

The LABowr MARKeT.—Employment for bakers,
blacksmiths, wheelwrights, bricklayers, and carpen-
ters, is plentiful and well remunerated ; and the
increased demand for furniture of colonial manufac-
ture, is operating favourably for the really good
workmen who have not embraced a rural life. The
importation of wooden houses has ceased, and it is
no longer necessary to bring household furniture of
any kind.

_Domestic servants are extremely scarce, and obtain
high wages ; and farm-labourers (properly so called)
are much sought for.

The mineral discoveries in various parts of the
province, and the mines already in full operation,
have furnished employment to all the miners here
who are not too firmly wedded to pastoral and agri-
cultural pursuits.to quit them for high wages, Strong
inducements are being offered, through accredited
agents, to miners in the necighbouring colonies, so
that a large accession of mining operatives may be
expected ; but in all probability, far too few for the
employ at present afforded, and in sure prospect.
But the undeniable advantages which present them-
selves to mining capitalists are by this time known in
Britain, and will probably superinduce an influx of
new employers, and a body of thrifty miners from
the old country. :
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For painters, plasterers, and sawyers, the great
increase and improvement of buildings have wrought
a most welcome change ; but shipwrights (so called)
are anything but such, from the nature of their
present employmeants, there being no ship-building,
and few jobs of repair.

Shoemakers and tailors are, as they have been for
some time past, fully and profitably employed. ,

For tanners and curriers, there is ample employ-
ment, at liberal wages ; and for good shepherds, as
well as for steady mates and hutkeepers, there scems
to be a never-ceasing demand, with wages less re-
duced than those of any other class; whilst the
skilful and trustworthy are extremely well paid and
provided for.

The greatly reduced prices of all kinds of produce
and provisions have compelled the farmers to re-
trench their expenditure in every possible way, and
wages are nominally much reduced ; but, as com-
pared with the prices of all the necessaries of life,
they cannot be complained of ; and those employers
who by proper economy and self-denial, are enabled
to fulfil their engagements, generally find an approxi-
mating spirit of contentment in well-disposed la-
bourers, )

The continual efforts of productive industry and
home manufacture, will, we hope, shortly operate in
favour of the willing and honest supernumeraries,
and afford employment to the few unemployed whom
it is difficult to classify ; and from whom alone com-
plainings are heard. The number of such, however,
is daily diminishing, and upon the whole, there isa
degree of exemption from the evils of destitation
or distress seldom the subject of exultation else-
where,—Adelaide Observer, June 8.

Tue WeATAER.—There has again been for several

days much rain, accompanied by boisterous aud cold
winds. The wet season has apparently set in earlier
than usual this year. Already thereis a splendid crop
of grass on the plains ; and the effects of the rainy
weather will be particularly beneficial for the plough-
ing, lambing, growth of the corn sown, and for the
country operations generally.—South. Aust. May 17.
PEeTITION FOR REMIssioN oF DuTy oN CORN.—
This petition having been lately forwarded by W.
Giles, Esq., to his Excellency, for transmission to
England, the Colonial Secretary has written in
answer to Mr. Giles, stating that His Excellency some
months ago made a representation on the subjcet to
the Secretary of State, and that he will be glad to
forward the petition to Lord Stanley by the first
opportunity.—South.

PETITION TO THE QUEEN FOR A REPRESENTA-
Tive CoNsTiTuTIoN.—The South Australian Associ-
ation meet to-day for the purpose of appointing a
deputation to wait upon his Excellency with the
above petition, and to request, we presume, His
Excellency to aid the object thereof, by a represen-
tation in its favour. This petition has received, we
believe. about six hundred signatures.-—Southern
Australian, June 11,

RepresentAaTiVE PrIncipLE—The Petition to
the Home Government for the concession of a
Representative Government to South Australia has
now been signed by upwards of six hundred per-
sons, comprising all the intelligence, wealth, and
influence of the colony, if we except the officers
of government, not one of’ whose names, we hear,
has been appended to this important document.

As this petition is about to be forwarded, through
his Excellency, to the Colonial Office, we would
take this opportunity of suggesting to the members
of the South Australian Association, through wbose
influence it has been got up, that some formal de-
monstration should be made on the occasion of its
