We turn from this matter, which we confi-
dently leave in the bhands of our readérs, to
call - their attention to some important items
of intelligence, with which the arrival of a
ship direct from the colony enables us to
furnish them. One of these is an impartial
statement of the present condition of South
Australia, drawn up by the Rev. Mr. Kavel,
Lutheran Pastor at Klemzig and Hahndorf,
near Adelaide, tor the use of those of his
coni-patriots who are desirous of knowing
something of the colony in which so many
Germairs are comfortably settled.  His testi-
mony, valuable in itself, is inestimable, as
fully beaving out the assertions made by our
fricn { Mr. G. F. Angas, and other gentlemen
who have lectared ox written on South Aus-

tralia, 'The Tables which we have transferred
from the South Australian News Letter, pub-
lished in Adelaide, bring the statistics of the
colony nearly to the close of the year 1844,
and give an encouraging view of its progress.
There is a large increase in the amount of
stock in the .colony, which has now about
450,000 sheep, and about 30,000 head of
cattle. The exports, produce of the colony,
for the year ending 30th September, would
appear to amount to £74,5607. 13s. 2d., and
the imports consumed if€:the colony to about
£73,640., giving an Bess of exports of
£967. 13. 1d. Therejg@pome diminution in
the quantity of land uér cultivation, which,
supposing the returns topljé correctly compiled,
may be accounted for b¥iithe difficulty expe-
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rienced in finding a n,iil_"lfke‘ti for the surplus
wheat, and the low prices obtained for it by
the farmers generally. Some iuteresting de-
tails on the mineral productions of the colony,
including a list of surveyed lands, upon which
indications of metalliferous minerals have
been seen, will also be found.

We rejoice to find that the veport of the
massacre at Laidley’s Ponds has been found,
on examination, to be without foundation, and
the conduct of the natives peaceable and
friendly, as will be seen by the following ex-
tract from a despatch of Captain Sturt, dated
14th October, 1844 :—

" “You will he glad to hear, and so ought every-
body, that we have maintained a most satisfactory
intercourse with the natives. The report we had
heard referred to Major Mitchell's affray witl: them ;
and you will not be surprised.at their reverting to
it, wlen I tell you that several old men immediately
recognized me as having gone down the Murray in
a boat, although théy could have seen me for an
hour or two only, and fiftecen years have .now
elapsed since I went down the river. I suppose we
misunderstood the story; but most assuredly I fully
anticipated that we should, sooner ov later, come
on some dreadful scene or .other, and I came up
fully prepared to act; but the  natives have been
exceedingly quiet, nor have we seen a weapon in
the hands of any of them:.in truth, I have been
quite. astonished at the change in the blacks; for,
instead of collecting in a body, they have visited
us with their- wives and children, and have behaved
in thé most quiet manner.. We may. attribute this
in parf to our own treatment of the natives, and
in part to Eyre's influence over them which is very
extensive, and has .been productive of great good.

This enterprising traveller would seem, from

| the following postscript of the above despatch,
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to be on the eve of a discovery, the impor-
tance of which it is not easy to estimate ; —

« P.S.—Poole has just returned from the ranges,
I have not time to write over again. He says that
there are high ranges to the N.and N. W. and water,
a sea extending along the horizon from S. W. by W.
to ten E. of N. in which there are a number of
islands and lofty ranges as far as the eye can reach.
What is all this? Are we to be prosperous? I hope
so, and am sure you do. To-morrow we start for the
ranges, and then for the waters, the strange waters
on which boat never swam, and over which flag
never floated. But both shall ere long. We have
the heart of the interior laid open to us, and shall be
off with a flowing sheet in a few days. Poole says,
that the sea was a deep blue, and that in the midst
of it there was a conical island of great height.
When will you hear from me again?’—4. 0., Nov. 9.

COLONIAL INTELLIGENCE,

By the late arrivals, we have received Papers to
the 14th December. They contain a mass of in-
teresting matter, of which, while devoting the whole
of onr space to this head, we have but given a
portion.  The harvest was gathering in rapidly
and securely by the aid of the reaping-machines, s¢
much prized in the colony; and the produce was of
excellent quality where due care had been taken in
its cultivation—some portion having been selt-sown.
Mining operations were proceeding with some vigour,
and a considerable quantity may be expected in
England during this year, either direct or via Sydney.
A considerable immigration had commenced from
the neighbouring colontes, hut these small additions
to the population, were very soon absorbed in the
various operations in active progress in the colony :
the renewal of emigration would be very acceptable.
A Catholic Bishop, the Rt. Rev. Francis Murphy,
arrived on the 6th Nov, by the ¢ Mary White.” On
the 12th Dec. the bishop laid the first stone of a com-
modious school room, on the West Terrace, and
measures are taking for the building of a chapel on
a handsome scale, for which purposc a considerable
sum has already been given. Despatches had been

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Tue WeATHER AND THE Crors.—The weather
continnes delightful, and the crops arc rapidly
ripening on the plains, The barley harvest is
already begun, and wheat, in some places, will be
ready for cutting in about a week. We are happy
to say, that the wheat crop is now past danger from
the hot winds. Several fields have been partially
blighted, especially where the crop has been seli-
sown ; but, compared with last year, the damage
done is trifling, ’

Since writing the above, we have learned that
the wheat harvest was fairly commenced yesterday,
at Fullarton, where four good scythemen ave now
engaged on a field of splendid corn. It is gratifying
to hear, that the rates of reaping will, this season,
be more in accordance with the price of corn and
wages gencrally, The rate asked by scythemen is
8s. per acre. with sixpence for beer, for cutting,
binding, ond stooking. Reapers, with the sickie,
will probably get 1s. move. The experience of the
last two years has produced a great mumber of
excellent scythemen, who can cut down two acres
a day—so that the farmers are now more indepen-
dent of extra hands at harvest time than they have
ever before been.—Soputh Aust., Nov. 26.

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MINES AT WORK IN THE COLONY-

The following brief account of
the principal mines at work in the
colony has been supplied by the
principal proprietors, and may be
relied on as correct:—

WueaL GAwLER LeAD MinE.

Wheal Gawler Lead Mine, about
three miles to the S. E. of the City
of Adelaide, was discovered and
partially worked in the year 1841,
when three tons of ore were raised
and sent to England, where it sold
at twelve guincas per ton. This
niine is stated to contain a rich
galena lode, with a fair proportion
of silver. It is now leased to prac-
tical miners, and the working was
restimed in November, 1844.

GrEN OsmonDp Leap MINE.

This mine is about three miles to
the east of Adelaide, and is the
joint property of Osmond Gilles,
Esq. and his brother, Lewis Gilles,
Esq. Although worked last year
as an experiment, it was not_till
this year that any great quantities
of ore were raised. The number
of men employed varies from ten
to twenty-five. Six or seven rich
lodes have been opened, and the
quantity of ore raised is about 200
tons. Of this, a large quantity is
what is called steel-grained ore,
and is reported very rich of silver.

Kapunpa CoprPER MINE.

This mine is situated on an eighty-
acre section of land, on the river
Light, forty-five miles from Ade-
laide, purchased under the old land
regulations, for the sum of £80.,
by Messrs. C. H, Bagotand F.S.
Dutton. It has been worked since
the bevinning of February, 1844.
The average number of men em-
ployed is twenty-five, Ten drays
are constantly employed carting
ore to the port. The quantity of
ore raised to the 1st November,
1844, was 320 tons, The ore con-
sists of carbonate and hydro-car-
bonate, with large quantities of
grey copper ore; also the muriate
of copper, hitherto only obtained in
very small quantities from the river
Acatama, in Peru. The first lot of
ore from this mine sold at Swansea
for £21.a ton. The greatest depth
sunk is ten fathoms in one shaft,
and five to six fathoms in three
others.

MonTAcuTE CoPPER DMINE.

The Montacute Copper Mine is
the property of Messrs. Hagen,
Hart, Baker, and others, and is
about fifteen miles from Adelaide.
It consists only of an eighty-acre
section, and was bought from the
Government for £1600. 1Its work-
ing was first commenced at the
latter end of February, 1844, and
up to this time 400 tons have been
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raised, and about 238 tons shipped. On assay, the
ore averages 224 per cent. of copper, and from its
nearness to the surface, is very easily worked. Other
minerals abound on the section, but hitherto it has
only been worked for copper. The average number
of labourers employed is sixty.

YATTAGOLINGAY CoPPER AND LEAD MINE.

This mine is situated a little to the south-west of
Rapid Bay, about sixty miles from Adelaide. It is
the property of Messys. Phillips, by whom it was
purchased from the Government in January, 1844,
for £331., the property comprising 86 acres. The
proprietors immediately began to work it, and up to
this time have raised about fifty tons, of which eight
tons have been shipped to England as a specimen.
From twenty to thirty lodes have been found on the
section. The quality is nearly the same as that of
the Glen Osmond Mine. About twelve persons are
employed. The mine being close to the sea, ore
from it may be shipped to Port Adelaide at ten
shillings a ton. Some of the miners say there is
zine in this mine.

WaEAL WATkKINs LEaAp MiNE.

This mine commenced working in May, 1844.
One hundred tons of well-cleaned ore have been
shipped, and fifty tons more raised ; some of it has
been assayed in London, and found to contain 75 per
cent, of lead, and 30 oz. of silver per ton. It has
been sold in London at £13.13s. per ton. From
twelve to eighteen hands are employed.

Besides the above, there are Mr. Anstey’s Copper
Mine, Mr. Duncan Mec Farlane’s Lead Mine, and
Mr. Angas’s mine at the Barossa, which, as yet,
have only been opened, and sundry others, for the
particulars of which we must refer to the foregoing
tables.

A promising copper lode has been discovered to
the north of Port Lincoln in a decidedly metal-
liferous country. .
