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1. Re-imagining Library Services
NSLA’s Re-imagining Library Services (RLS) Strategic Plan is now in delivery with Ms Wendy Quihampton appointed as RLS Program Manager and the RLS Program Office based at the State Library of Victoria. Project managers for each project have been appointed and scoping and planning is underway. News, contacts and documents relating to each project are available at www.nsla.org.au/projects/rls and the first issue of the RLS eNewsletter will be distributed in June 2009.
2. Social Inclusion 
NSLA and ALIA have sent a joint submission to the Australian Social Inclusion Board about the value of libraries to the government’s social inclusion agenda.  The Library Council of New South Wales has released Enriching Communities: the value of public libraries in New South Wales (available through www.sl.nsw.gov.au).
3. Risdon Prison Literacy Program
The State Library of Tasmania’s Risden Prison Literacy Program was launched in November 2008. The program works towards inmates reading and recording children’s books on to a CD to be sent home to their own children. 10% of prisoners are taking part and more are on the waiting list. This program is part of cultural change initiatives in the prison with an increased focus on education and literacy.

4. Libraries and Archives Canada (LAC) Visit

In September 2009, Mr Doug Rimmer and Mr Daniel Caron from LAC are planning to visit NSLA Libraries in Australia and New Zealand to discuss the LAC experience in merging library and archive services and in steering through major organisational change. 

5. Australian Newspapers 
NSLA Libraries are contributing to the National Library of Australia’s beta site for Australian Newspapers (ndpbeta.nla.gov.au), giving online searchable access to Australian newspapers from 1803 to 1954. As of 18 May 2009, there are 371,267 pages consisting of 3,377,522 articles available to search.
6. MyLanguage awards
The MyLanguage (mylanguage.gov.au) website that provides access to search engines, web directories and news in over sixty languages, and is supported by members of NSLA, received two awards at the National Multicultural Marketing Awards in late 2008.
7. Digital New Zealand
Digital New Zealand (www.digitalnz.org) was launched in November 2008. This collaborative service grew out of the NZ Digital Content Strategy and aims to make NZ digital content easier to find, share and use. It includes content from government departments, publicly funded organisations, the private sector, and community groups. 
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
