It includes, for example, patriotics, songs about places, animals and plants, advertising jingles, songs commemorating specific events and landmarks. This collection does not include ‘art music’ by Australian composers as this forms part of the main music collection. The Australian sheet music collection contains many rare and valuable items, some of which would probably be the only findable copies in Australia. The collection attracts visitors from interstate.
