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Collection details:

1. Title of collection:

Bound pamphlets collection

2. Detailed description of the subject matter and nature of the collection:

The pamphlets are arranged and classified in approximately 159 broad subject areas. Some subject areas related specifically to Australian literature, exploration and history, eg there are over 900 pamphlets relating to Australian poetry, with another 1000 relating to all aspects of Victoria.

There are also large holdings of pamphlets on the First World War (2700+ titles) law (1400+ titles) medicine (2300+ titles) art (1400+ titles) and music (1200+) titles. Many of these are by Australians or published in Australia.

3. What is your assessment of the value of this collection for research?  Please provide details:

Most titles unique to Victoria, many unique to Australia. Material covers a huge range of topics.

4.Predominant language of the collection:

English, but some collections have many German, French titles.

5.Approximate number of items in this collection:

Total number is estimated to be about 60 000.

6. Format of items in this collection: (i.e. monographs, microform, ephemera, maps, music, pamphlets, etc.):

Pamphlet

7. Approximate age of collection and date ranges of publications:

Collected in the period from the 1850’s to 1950’s. Publication dates range from late 18th century to 1940’s, with the majority published in the 19th century and early 20th century.

8. Is the material uncatalogued? Are there brief catalogue records or full catalogue records for the material?

Some titles uncatalogued (not a high proportion). Detail varies from very brief to reasonably full.

9. Are catalogue records on cards or local online systems?

Majority on the local online system with the records keyed in from the old catalogue cards. Some titles still only found in the card catalogue.

10.  Cataloguing standards used (eg. AACR, LCSH, LC Authorities, MARC)?

AACR, LCSH, MARC loosely adhered to.

11. If you are a member of ABN/Kinetica, have you investigated the extent to which records for items in the collection are already on the NBD?  Approximately what percentage did your investigation reveal?

No investigation has been made on a systematic basis. However, when correcting errors in these records, ABN/Kintica have been searched. Perhaps 20-30% of errors found on NBD. Most of these are for Australian or English language titles. There is a lower rate for non-English and non-Australian material.

12.  If recorded on the NBD would your library support access to this material through inter library loan?

No. Pamphlet material of any kind is not available for ILL.

13.  Is there any other information you wish to add that would assist in the assessment of the research value of this collection?

This collection is widely recognised as of national importance and is one of the most extensive in Australia.
