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Libraries Australia is a subscription service hosted by
the National Library of Australia that provides support
for cataloguing and interlibrary loan, including sharing
Australian bibliographic and authority data.

National Bibliographic Database (ANBD), which records
the location details of over 47 million items held in most
Australian academic, research, national, state, public and
special libraries.

Record Import Service (RIS)

Import files of bibliographic records into the ANBD
automatically using RIS rather than cataloguing them
individually. Libraries can catalogue on their local system and:

* add bibliographic records to the ANBD
* add, change or delete holdings on the ANBD.

Libraries Australia Web Cataloguing

The Libraries Australia Web Cataloguing form provides
a quick and effective way of adding, editing or deleting library
holdings on the ANBD and entering catalogue data.

Libraries Australia Cataloguing Client

The Libraries Australia Cataloguing Client is Windows-based
software which supports cataloguing directly to the ANBD.
Libraries can create and edit bibliographic records; add,
modify and delete holdings; perform authority work and
import records from external databases. Records can be
created in non-Latin scripts including Chinese, Japanese,
Korean, Cyrillic, Greek, Tamil, Thai, Arabic and Hebrew.

Record Export Service (RES)

RES enables libraries to obtain MARC records from
Libraries Australia for loading into their local library
systems. Adding, editing or deleting holdings using the
‘export’ button triggers records to download. Files of
records are available for collection up to six times a day.

Libraries Australia Products™®

The Products suite enables libraries to obtain files
of new and updated bibliographic records, authority
records, records with new or updated holdings, titles
lists or specific customised products in a range of
formats.

Electronic and Microform Collection Sets*

Electronic and Microform Collection Sets provide
libraries with MARC records for electronic serials and
microform collections to include in their catalogues.

Libraries Australia Document Delivery (LADD) is a
web-based interlibrary loan and document delivery
system that provides access to over 700 Libraries
Australia libraries, the New Zealand Te Puna interlibrary
loan network and the international commercial supplien;
Infotrieve.
