EPC Exhibit 128-35 proposed changes throughout the 790 Recreational and performing arts, e.g., new numbers for beauty pageants, bingo, volleyball, trampolining, and scuba diving.  The PDF associated with EPC Exhibit 128-35 included the dual heading changes that were approved as part of EPC Exhibit 122-8.  Most of the proposed changes were approved; however, gymnastics, contortion, and driving for pleasure were revisited during EPC Meeting 129.  Also at Meeting 129, we proposed a new number for stand-up comedy and made recommendations concerning how to classify motion pictures and television programs in 791.43 and 791.45.  The changes and recommendations were approved.  The PDF associated with EPC Exhibit 130-33 includes all of the approved changes from meetings 128 and 129.  In addition, the PDF contains the changes made to 791.43 Motion pictures, 791.44 Radio, and 791.45 Television (cf. EPC Exhibit 130-33.1 for full details) and the proposed changes discussed below.
Athletics
The term “Athletics” has both a broad and narrow meaning.  Webster’s Third New International Dictionary has the following two definitions: 1) the physical exercises, sports, or games engaged in by athletics, 2) Brit : track and field sports.  The article on the Amateur Athletic Union in the New Encyclopedia of Sports and The Encyclopedia of North America Sports History states that the Union covers not only track and field sports but also bobsledding, boxing, gymnastics, handball, swimming, tobogganing, volleyball, water polo, and wrestling.  The article on Athletic clubs states that the first clubs were limited to track and field sports but there are now clubs for wrestling, boxing, swimming, water polo, fencing, squash, and rowing.
There are now provisions for both the broad and narrow meanings of athletics.  Since the definitions appear to vary by U.S. English versus British English usage, we followed Editorial Rule 3.3.4.3.1 and gave the locality of each meaning in parentheses.  At a later date, we plan to revisit the use of place versus some other construction to indicate variations in meaning.

Play with remote-control models, kites, similar devices

The current heading at 796.15 “Play with remote-control models, kites, similar devices” prompts the following two questions:
 
(1) Does “remote-control” apply only to model and similar devices, and not to kites?


(2) What is meant by “similar devices”?

Of the eighty-three entries in WorldCat in 796.15 and its subdivisions dealing with remote-control devices, all but nine are about vehicles.  The other nine entries are about robots.  We decided to limit the type of remote-control device in 796.15 to vehicles.  Even though there currently only nine titles about robots, robots are popular toys (there are about 116,000 hits in Google on the search of “toy robots”).  Thus, we relocated robots (the only “similar device”) to 796.16.
We also reworded the heading at 796.15.  The new heading “Play with remote-control vehicles; play with kites” clarifies that “remote-control” does not apply to kites.
Remote-control vehicles can either be mass produced, usually with simplified circuits, or hobby-built with grade designs and complex circuits.  The term “model” can apply to both types of vehicles (as in the Wikipedia article “Radio-controlled model”) or just to a hobby-built vehicle (as in most of the fifty-two titles in WorldCat about remote-control airplanes).  When the narrow meaning is used, the mass-produced vehicles are considered to be toys.  In order to have 796.15 apply to vehicles in the broad and narrow meaning of model, we added a scope note to 796.15.
The types of vehicles that are being played with in the subdivisions of 796.15 are remote-control models.  “Play with toys that are not remote-control” is classed in 790.133.  In order to help the user understand which type of vehicles are classed in 796.15, “remote-control” is added to the headings and notes at 796.152, 796.154, and 796.156, and “mechanical and scientific” in the class-elsewhere note at 796.15 was deleted.
