2009-3 Juristic acts
EDUG Law WG discussed classifying private law topics, which are not provided in the DDC schedules so far and proposes here an expansion in 346.02 for juristic acts.

There is a vast literary warrant of juristic acts in all civil law nations and all academic libraries own a big number of publications on this topic.
The juristic act (Italian: negozio giuridico/ French: acte juridique/German: Rechtsgeschäft) is an abstract institution of private law existing in European law systems derived from 19th century German doctrine.

It comprises any declaration of will that produces juridical effects or with other words, any act directed toward the creation, modification or extinction of a situation relevant to the law. Juristic acts are the means by which the autonomy of private parties is guaranteed and the law recognizes juridical validity and effectiveness.
Its elements are

Declaration of will

Cause

Object

Form

It is divided into two further categories

Inter vivos

Unilateral (such as donations)

Bilateral or multilateral (such as contracts)

Mortis causa (Such as testaments)
Contracts are prototypes of juristic acts. Juristic acts are a more general and comprehensive category, therefore we propose a new number in 346 and altering the heading of 346.02 contracts, with respect to the hierarchy and the semantic relationship.
