In EPC 130-26, we proposed a general framework for sewing and clothing, and some adjustments to the existing provisions in 646 and 687.  Changes to 391.4 were discussed separately in EPC Exhibit 130-22.1.  At Meeting 131, we presented an updated version of the 646 schedule in EPC Exhibit 131-23.  Following Meeting 131, we were contacted by Rachel Clarke of the Fashion Institute of Design and Merchandising about the development for sewing and clothing.  Ms. Clarke pointed us to a key source of terminology in the fashion industry, The Fairchild Dictionary of Fashion.
  Based on a review of that source and follow-up consultation with Ms. Clarke, we have proposed several changes to the development proposed at Meeting 131.  In addition to the changes noted as “New” above, we have withdrawn the proposed relocation of sleepwear from 646.475 to 646.42.  We have also made numerous updates to terminology.  All changes to the current development in DDC 22 are indicated by underlining and strikethroughs.
