Proposal No. 2011-x2: Geographic Codes in Classification Records
1. BACKGROUND
Both the MARC 21 Bibliographic Format and the MARC 21 Authority Format have fields that can encode geographic data.
The geographic codes in the MARC Bibliographic Format are:
034 - Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data
                (For the area covered by a map or atlas)
043 - Geographic Area Code
                (For the geographic area of the subject of the work)
044 - Country of Publishing/Producing Entity Code
                (For the place of publication of the manifestation)
052 - Geographic Classification
                (For a geographically-oriented thesaurus)
Of those, 034, 043 and 052 are found in the MARC authority format, but 034 no longer has a relationship with cartographic material – it describes the coordinates for the location of a place or of an astronomical object identified in the 1XX (usually 151) field of the record.  In addition, field 034 has subfields $a, $b and $c for scale of cartographic materials in the Bibliographic format, but not in the Authority format.
The question is, what geographic codes should be used in the MARC 21 Format for Classification Data, to describe a geographic topic in the 153 field of the record?  This would be analogous to the way that geographic codes are used to describe geographic topics in the 151 fields of authority records. 
2. PROPOSAL
We suggest implementing the 034 and 043 fields in the MARC Classification format.  Both are useful to provide access to classification records, either by searching for a location specified by latitude and longitude, or for a location specified by country, state or region.  Field 034 would be useful for enabling cartographic representations of classification numbers. 
2.1. Field 034 Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data
Field 034 could be used to encode the cartographic location of the place or object identified in the 153 field of a Classification record, just as it is used to identify the location of something in the 151 field of an Authority record.  We would suggest that all the subfields defined in the Authority format be defined in the Classification format, since in both these formats the field would be used to describe a geographic topic. 
2.2. Field 043 Geographic Area Code
Field 043 could be used to encode the region, country or state containing the place identified in the 153 field of a Classification record, just as it is used to identify the location of something in the 151 field of an Authority record.
We would suggest defining all the subfields defined in the Bibliographic and Authority formats, although in Dewey records we would only be likely to use subfield $a - Geographic area code.
