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MARBI proposals
Two separate EPC exhibits have been prepared based on proposals for MARBI.
The first (EPC Exhibit 134-25.4.1) proposes:
(1) That the 085 field be added to the Authority format with the same structure and definition as the 085 field in the Bibliographic format and as the 765 field in the Classification format.
(2) That the following fields have added 1st indicator value 8 (other) to match the use of that indicator in the 084 field in the Classification format:
a. Bibliographic Format
082 Dewey Decimal Classification Number 
083 Additional Dewey Decimal Number
b. Authority Format
082 Dewey Decimal Call Number
083 Dewey Decimal Classification Number
c. Community Information Format
083 Dewey Decimal Classification Number
The second (EPC Exhibit 134-25.4.2) proposes:
(3) That the 034 field (Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data) and 043 field (Geographic Area Code) in the Authority format be also  implemented in the MARC Classification format for geographic topics.
We have not taken further action on the display of captions association with Dewey numbers in 082 and 083 fields in bibliographic records.  We would like to discuss this further with EPC during Meeting 134 before moving forward with a proposal to MARBI.


Proposed Updates to the MARC 21 Formats

Discussion Paper from Dewey Editorial Team

Display of Captions in Bibliographic Records
The 650 field (2nd indicator 7) is currently being used to accommodate terms that correspond to codes in the 084 field from BISAC and Mathematics Subject Classification.   The code for the name of the system in the 084 is accommodated in $2 in the 650 field:

The question is, should captions associated with the Dewey Decimal Classification be accommodated in the same way in the MARC 21 Format for Bibliographic Data?

In the MARC 21 Format for Classification Data, the caption associated with a DDC number appears in the $153 Classification Number field as an attribute of the number in the same field; Relative Index terms associated with the number appear in 750 fields in the same record.   In the MARC 21 Format for Authority Data, provision is made for an explanatory term to appear in the $c subfield in the same field used for the DDC number, 083 Dewey Decimal Classification Number.

There are currently three fields for DDC data in the MARC 21 Format for Bibliographic Data:

082 Dewey Decimal Classification Number
083 Additional Dewey Decimal Number
085 Synthesized Classification Number Components
Each field is repeatable, and the 082 and 083 fields include specific edition information plus standard/optional notation designation in the context of the specific edition.  (The 085 field explains synthesized number components carried the 082 and 083 fields, and each 085 field is linked to its corresponding 082 or 083 field.)   If DDC number captions are added directly to or displayed in conjunction with DDC numbers in bibliographic records, we recommend that they are stored or displayed in the same field as the number itself, since the caption can only be understood in the context of the edition and number to which it belongs.   We recommend use of the $h (caption hierarchy) and $j (caption) subfields from the classification format for this purpose.  (The $c subfield from the authority format cannot be used here, because it already is used in the bibliographic format to carry the end of a span in a classification number.)  We expect in practice $h subfield will be generated for display purposes and not stored in the bibliographic record; only the $j subfield will be stored in the record.  (In fact, this is the approach used for the Dewey Decimal Classification in OCLC’s implementation of the MARC 21 Format for Classification Data.)

The same issue could be raised with other fields used in the MARC bibliographic format to carry classification data.  Any decision to expand the 082 and 083 fields should be consistent with extending fields used for other classification schemes in a similar way.

Geographic Codes in Classification Records
The geographic codes in the MARC bibliographic format are:
034 - Coded Cartographic Mathematical Data
                (For the area covered by a map or atlas)
043 - Geographic Area Code
                (For the geographic area of the subject of the work)
044 - Country of Publishing/Producing Entity Code
                (For the place of publication of the manifestation)
052 - Geographic Classification
                (For a geographically-oriented thesaurus)
Of those, 034, 043 and 052 are found in the MARC authority format, but 034 no longer has a relationship with cartographic material – it describes the coordinates for the location of a place or of an astronomical object identified in the 1XX (usually 151) field of the record.
We suggest implementing 034 and 043 in the MARC classification format, but note that we would not be using the subfields of 034 that are used to identify astronomical objects, since they aren’t relevant to any of the objects identified in Dewey.  (The only astronomical objects identified in Dewey are the sun, the moon, the planets, and other objects in the solar system which do not have fixed locations relative to the stars.)
Here’s a list of the subfields of 034 in the authority format, with those that we suspect are not needed in the classification format indicated in red:
$d - Coordinates - westernmost longitude (NR)
$e - Coordinates - easternmost longitude (NR)
$f - Coordinates - northernmost latitude (NR)
$g - Coordinates - southernmost latitude (NR)
$j - Declination - northern limit (NR)
$k - Declination - southern limit (NR)
$m - Right ascension - eastern limit (NR)
$n - Right ascension - western limit (NR)
$p - Equinox (NR)
$r - Distance from earth (NR)
$s - G-ring latitude (R)
$t - G-ring longitude (R)
$x - Beginning date (NR)
$y - Ending date (NR)
$z - Name of extraterrestrial body (NR)
$2 - Source (NR)
$3 - Materials specified (NR)
$6 - Linkage (NR)
$8 - Field link and sequence number (R)
We don’t think we’d be using $s or $t either, but they could be used for places identified in Dewey.

Support for the 085 Field in Authority Records
Deutsche Nationalbibliothek has recommended support for the 085 Synthesized Classification Number Components field in the authority format.  This field already exists in the bibliographic format, and parallels the 765 field in the classification format.
	


Support for 1st Indicator 8 (Other)
In developing a registry of DDC editions, we realized that we needed support for 1st indicator 8 (other) to accommodate DDC editions other than full and abridged.  The “other” indicator was introduced in the 084 field in the classification format, but not carried over to relevant fields in the other formats.
