Angiosperms

The DDC development for Angiosperms is based on the Cronquist system, which is still widely used, but on its way to be replaced by the classification developed by the Angiosperm Phylogeny Group.

The Angiosperm Phylogeny Group is an informal international group of systematic botanists who try to establish a consensus view of the taxonomy of flowering plants (angiosperms) that reflects new knowledge about their relationships based upon phylogenetic studies. Three versions of their classification have been published, the latest one in 2009. We ask DDC to consider this new classification and revise the scheme where appropriate. If the Cronquist system is kept asd the basis of the classification, we want the orders and families of the Angiosperm Phylogeny Group classification to be mentioned in notes.
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
