Getting there:

1. How to find from NLA main web page

or

2. URL of ANDP website and click search

1. Browse – oldest paper = Sydney Gazette, 1803 (zoom in and out, navigation to article via left hand pane or clicking on ‘read this article’, navigation back to page level, navigation to next issue)

2. Browse – war paper = Argus, August 8th (Hiroshima)

3. Search  - Titanic sinking (results list and relevance, refining list by left hand options - decade 1912, sort list by date)

4. Search – Phar Lap (refine by News and Illustrated to find a picture)

5. Search – Olympics 1936 (Do you mean issue date = yes)

6. Search – “flying saucers” as a phrase

7. Search for family history – “George Blaxland” (can refine by ‘family notices’) or use your own name.

8. Tag an article you find (advantages of logging in vs captcha)

9. Add a comment about the content of an article

10. Correct some text in an article

11. View all text corrections made to an article (note no moderation)

12. Look at tags for Norfolk Island (browse tag cloud or look at first article in first Sydney Gazette which has this tag)

13. Demonstrate how to correctly and persistently cite articles, pages, newspaper titles.

14. Discussion of printing, saving and jpg vs pdf.
