The object of the project was to transfer 8000 historical files of National Trust classified buildings, landscapes, industrial structures, public artworks, gardens, trees and urban conservation areas, into archival storage sleeves in order to reduce the rate of deterioration without limiting public access to them.

Churches of Christ Federal Aborigines Board Inc.

The objective of this ongoing project is to digitise photos and slides of indigenous children cared for by this organisation between the years 1942-1986, for the purpose of preservation and availability to the indigenous community: this now totals approx. 8,300 digitized photos and slides. The original photos have been catalogued into albums; original slides have been stored in boxes; and the print is in the process of being catalogued into albums. All are stored in vermin and dustproof boxes. 

Further work is being undertaken to sort and catalogue additional suitable photos and slides including the reproduction of some negatives and loaned photos. Many indigenous people in WA are awaiting the completion of this project to gain access to their own or family photos.

City of Albany

The purchase of a good quality scanner and the availability of volunteer labour enabled the Library to scan the whole collection in-house.  A re-design of the library website and the conversion of the original index to a web-based format will allow about 1500 images and their relevant metadata to be uploaded onto the web. The chances of then providing these images and metadata to national databases like Collections Australia Network and Picture Australia will then be greatly improved.
The ongoing focus of the project will be to scan the 300 most significant images in the collection onto CD, using software that will allow the photos to be grouped into themes with accompanying text. The contract was let to local Albany firm Image Quest, which is an audio-visual specialist. They provided the collection with numbers of copies of the boxed and labelled CDs, which will be available for use within the collection, and will also be made available for loan through the Albany Public Library. Image Quest will also attend to the manipulation of any images that may be damaged or need minor repair. They will also organise for images larger than A4 size to be professionally scanned for inclusion with the CD.

The aim of the project was to preserve, transcribe and make available 21 oral history interviews from the Shire’s oral history collection, which includes some fascinating interviews conducted during the 1980’s on topics such as farming practices and bush poetry.
