Papua New Guinea held a general election from June to July 2012 for 111 seats in the National Parliament. 89 members were elected from open electorates and 22 from provincial electorates. This collection includes a variety of objects and printed ephemera relating to that election.

voter education material (such as how to register/vote; polling place information)

candidates’ and political parties’ material, including manifestos and slogans

polling equipment, including a ballot box and election booth.

Polling equipment
·   Plastic ballot box with cracked green plastic lid and sloping sides, approximately 57 cm H x 42/51 cm W x 31-42 cm D. The lid has a slot through which voting papers can be pushed. The ballot box has the logo Electoral Commission Papua New Guinea and no. 127829 and a barcode on two of its sides. Five accompanying plastic seals each have a number printed on them running from no. 062351-062355
·   Cardboard election booth, folded flat. Folded it is approx. 71 x 71 cm, unfolded approx. 71 x 213 cm. Printed on the outside of each of the three sides are the logo of the Papua New Guinea Electoral Commission, and the words Electoral Booth and “Make your mark for the nation” booth. Inside are taped two sample candidate posters for “Turumu Open electorate”, one labelled as Regional and the other as Open, and a handwritten Vote meri sign indicating it is for use by women voters. Used for training purposes.

One is in heavier weave dark green fabric, similar to last shirt, size XL and has embroidered logo of Electoral Commission Papua New Guinea and Vote LPV on left breast, with a pocket, and has trim in white on sleeves and collar with pattern suggestive of PNG traditional design.
