This collection of ephemera was donated to the National Library of Australia by Dr Michael and Dr Jamie Kassler. Michael Kassler is an Australian musicologist and computer consultant. His wide-ranging research interests include computers and music, the composer Samuel Wesley, the English Bach awakening, music entries at Stationers' Hall, 1710-1818. Jamie C. Kassler was elected a fellow (1991) of the Australian Academy of Humanities for contributions to musicological theory and received the Centenary Medal (2013) for service to Australian society and the humanities in the study of philosophy. Her interests include the use of musical models in the history of science; physical theory and metaphysics in the late seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries.
